Among Quad, India shaky on Ukraine,
says Biden; Modi, Boris discuss crisis

PM underlines need for diplomacy, end to
hostilities; grave situation, says Johnson

US PRESIDENT Joe Biden has said
that among the Quad countries,
Indiais being “somewhat shaky”
in terms of showing support
against the Russian invasion of
Ukraine. Both Australia and
Japan, who make up the Quad
with India and the US, have crit-
icised Russia's aggression against
Ukraine.

This comes a month after the
four leaders — Biden, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi,
Australian Prime Minister Scott
Morrison and Japan Prime
Minister Fumio Kishida — met
virtually for the Quad leaders'
summit. Their joint statement
did not criticise Russia then.

Biden's statement also came
on a day when US Under
Secretary of State for Political
Affairs Victoria Nuland met
External Affairs Minister S
Jaishankar and her counterpart,
Foreign Secretary Harsh Vardhan
Shringla. The two secretaries dis-
cussed the “situation in
Ukraine”, the Ministry of
External Affairs had said on

Monday.
Addressing a business
roundtable of CEOs in
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US President Joe Biden in
Washington DC. Reuters

Washington, Biden said: “The
one thing I'm confident, know-
ing Putin fairly well -- as well as,
I guess, another leader could
know one another -- is that he
was counting on being able to
split NATO. He never thought
NATO would stay resolved -- stay
totally, thoroughly united. And
can assure you, NATO has never
been stronger or more united in
its entire history than it is today,
inlarge part, because of Vladimir
Putin.”

“But in response to his ag-
gression, there has been — he's
pretty — we presented a united
front throughout NATO and in
the Pacific. The Quad is, with the
possible exception of India being
somewhat shaky on some of
this. But Japan has been ex-
tremely strong, so has Australia,

AS UKRAINIANS fleeing the war

continue to head to the border
with Poland, Warsaw Mayor
Rafal Trzaskowski has said that
the city has reached its capacity
toacceptrefugees, andif there is
another wave, Europe and the
US will have to step in and share
the burden.

Speaking to The Indian Express,
Trzaskowski said the Russian in-
vasion has proven Poland’s stand
right, and Europe needs to be
more assertive against Russian
President Vladimir Putin.
Ukraine, he said, is also fighting

for Poland’s freedom.

“We are at capacity, we can-
not accept 100,000 more
refugees,” he said.

Trzaskowski, who has also
worked as the Deputy Minister
of Foreign Affairs for a year,
called Putina “war criminal” and
said India must stand united
with Western democracies
against Russia.

“We would expect India to be
with us, and to support a
strongly narrow stance against

THE UNION Cabinet gave its nod
Tuesday to The Delhi Municipal
Corporation (Amendment) Act,
2022, which aims to merge the
Capital’s three municipal corpo-
rations — South, North and East
—tenyears after the trifurcation
of the civic body. Officials said
the amendment is likely to be
scheduled in the ongoing Budget
session of Parliament.

The Cabinet approval comes
days after a press conference
scheduled by the State Election
Commissioner to announce the
MCD poll dates was deferred at
the last moment after the Centre
expressed its intention to unify
the three civic bodies.

While the BJP has been rul-
ing the civic bodies for the last 15
years, it faces a tough challenge
from the AAP this time. Two
weeks ago, when the State
Election Commissioner decided
to defer the announcement, it
drew a sharp reaction from the
AAP which accused the
Commissioner of succumbing to
pressure from the BJP.

OnTuesday, senior AAPleader
Atishi said the sweeping mandate
that her party got in Punjab had
scared the BJP, which is why it

Petrol and diesel prices hiked after
4 months, LPG to cost Rs 50 more

AFTER A gap of over four
months, petrol and diesel prices
saw arise on Tuesday as oil mar-
keting companies (OMCs) hiked
the prices of both fuels by about
Rs 0.8 per litre. The first of what
analysts expect will be a series of
hikes pushed the price of petrol

inthe national capital to Rs 96.21
per litre and diesel to Rs 87.47 per
litre. OMCs also increased the
price of LPG by Rs 50 per cylin-
der, bringing the price of a 14.2
kg cylinder to Rs 949.5 in the
capital.

The prices of both petrol and
diesel are expected to rise fur-
ther as crude oil prices have in-
creased sharply due to the
Russia-Ukraine conflict. The

price of Brent crude has in-
creased by 40 per cent to $114.2
per barrel, up from $81.6 barrel
when OMCs last revised fuel
prices. India imports about 85
per cent of its crude oil require-
ments.

State-owned OMCs kept the
prices of both petrol and diesel
constant since November 4,
when the Centre announced a

Houses burnt, 8 killed in retaliatory
attack after TMC leader’s murder

THE MURDER of a deputy prad-
han in Bogtui village in West
Bengal's Birbhum district on
Monday evening sparked off a
chain of events that led to at least
eight houses in the area being at-
tacked and set on fire, resulting
ineight deaths, including that of
women and children.

Police said two FIRs have
been filed - one over deputy
pradhan Bhadu Sheikh's killing
and the other over the attack on
the houses. Eleven people have
been arrested in the second case.

Fleeing food shortage, economic misery;, first
trickle of Lankan refugees at Tamil Nadu coast

THE RIPPLES of Sri Lanka's eco-
nomic crisis are now being felt
on Indian shores.

On Tuesday, 16 Sri Lankan
nationals, all Tamils from the
Jaffnaand Mannar regions in the
north, reached Tamil Nadu in
two batches. The first set of six
refugees, including three chil-
dren, were stranded near an is-
land off the coast of
Rameswaram and rescued by
Coast Guard. The second group

of ten reached late in the night.
Sources in Tamil Nadu Police
told The Indian Express that the
refugees were fleeing unemploy-
ment and shortage of food in Sri
Lanka. And reports from the
northern Tamil-dominated re-
gions of Lanka indicate that this
may just be the beginning.
Intelligence officers in Tamil Nadu
have obtained information that
“around 2,000 refugees” are likely
to arrive in the coming weeks.
The six refugees in the first
batch include a young couple
and their four-month-old son,
and another woman and her

two children. Local officials have
verified their identities:
Gajendran (24), his wife Mary
Clarine (22),and their son Nijath
(4 months); and, Tiori Anistan

The identities of the second
group, which includes three
women and five children, are be-
ing verified.

“The six refugees in the first
group told the police that they
were forced to flee after strug-
gling for food for several weeks.
They claimed they paid around

Besides historical ties, India’s
dependence on Russia for
defence suppliesis crucial.

Among the things we talked
about, is this legacy of security
support from the Soviet Unionand
Russia at a time when the US was
less generous with India. Now, of
course, times have changed and
we are very eager to do more and
more on the defence side with
India.

We also talked about the fact
that, in this context, is Russia (go-
ing to) actually be a reliable sup-
plier forIndia, a supplier you want
to have? Look at how poorly
Russian equipment is performing
on the battlefield. Some 60 per
centof their surface-to-air missiles
are not even operational, they
have lost vast amounts of equip-
ment. Sanctions are going to make
itharder to have financial relation-
ships, and, most importantly,
Russia has lost so much equip-
ment soquickly in this conflict. So,
aretheyactually going to have the
supply lines?

What we have been saying is,
among other things, we have had
over this last month, this massive
US and allied partner-led effort to
source Soviet-made equipment
and other equipment for Ukraine.
So if we can help provide that for
Ukraine, we canalso provide alter-
natives for India to make this tran-
sition that you yourself are seek-
ing to make. It was a very rich
discussion. You don't want to get

trapped in a dependency with a
guy like Putin, and there are alter-
natives and we are eager to be
your partner.

But that could take time?

It will take time... but (India)
talked about how some of the
weapons(it) needs canactuallybe
produced in Ukraine,and some of
the weapons can be produced in
eastern Europe and in some other
parts of the world. We understand
there is an evolution here but we
alsoare pretty openabout the fact
this is a major inflection point in
the autocratic-democratic strug-
gle,and we wantand need India's
voicein that.

Whatare the prospects of a
waiver from CAATSA asIndiais
getting the S-400 air defence
system from Russia?

I'm not going to get ahead of
the process. But we are having
very good conversations with a
number of steps through and we
will see where it goes.

SoNATOisadefensivealliance,
of voluntary alignment of coun-
tries whoasked to join together to
defend themselves. In the Indo-
Pacific strategy, we are talking
aboutthe great democracies of the
region, working together to pro-
tect themselves and to advance
prosperity, and free and open
commerce and navigationand all
of these things.

He said over 2 million
Ukrainian refugees have crossed
the Polish-Ukrainian border since
the invasion on February 24, and
300,000 are now in Warsaw.

“Toillustrate the magnitude of
the problem, when there was a
refugee  crisis in the
Mediterranean, 200,000 refugees
were crossing to Europe in a
month. And we have 300,000 in
onecity alone.”

He said Warsaw faces three
main challenges to manage this
influx. “First of all, we need to help
them and accommodate them.
Most of the people who were
coming at the beginning were
taken care of by their family and
friends. Now they need accom-
modation and basic help.”

The second challenge, he said,
isthatthe Central government has
shifted all the administrative du-
ties to the city administration
“which means we have toregister
them, and also we will also be re-
sponsible for distributing money
and financial aid offered by the
government”.

And then there are “problems
of a long-term nature, because
Ukrainians were granted citizen-
ship status very similar to our cit-
izens. So they have access to free
education, free healthcare and so
on. We need to provide it. We are
responsible for schools.”

He said Warsaw alone has
100,000 students now from
Ukraine.

Last week, the Polish govern-
ment passed a law granting
Ukrainians in the country access
to social benefits for 18 months.
But after 18 months, Trzaskowski
said, “We will see how the situa-
tion will develop. We hope that
the war will end soon. But if it
doesn’t,I presume that these priv-
ileges will be extended... | hope
that we will have stability in
Ukraine by then.”

“If there is a second wave, we
need a system offered by the
European Union and the United
Nations. We cannot do it alone.
Most of what has been done has
been based on civil society, on
non-government organisations,
onthousandsof volunteers,onthe
city services.”

He said there needs tobe “are-
location systemin Europe and the
world, and we need to share the
burden. All of us.” There needs to
be a “system in place, where the
United Nations and the European
Unionwillstarthelpingusoutina
way which is much more syn-
chronised and prepared. Because
for now, a lot is based on improv-
isation.”

Asked about Poland’s changed
stand against refugees, asit hasin
the pastrefused toaccept refugees
from Syriaand Libya, Trzaskowski
said the reasons are both political
and cultural. “There are many dif-
ferent reasons,” he said.

Asminister of European Affairs
in the previous liberal govern-
ment, he said, “We were ready to
accept Mediterraneanrefugeeson
avoluntary basis to show solidar-
ity in Europe.” But when the gov-
ernment changed in 2015, with
Law and Justice Party’s Andrzej
Duda’s becoming the President,
the policy changed.

“The new government, the
conservative government, de-
cided to renege on that decision
and they weren’t able to accept

He was Duda’s
main challenger in the 2020
Presidential elections, butlost nar-
rowly to him.

“Butnow the situationis com-
pletely different because everyone
understands in Poland that
Ukraine s fighting for our freedom
aswell. And for the security of the
trans-Atlantic alliance. So we are
doing our bit. And we are helping
asmuchas we can.”

He admitted, though, that for
“some people” the question of
“cultural and linguistic affinity is
important”. He said the “support
for the Ukrainian cause and the
welcoming instinct of the Polish
society has been overwhelming
this time”.

Sheikh was
taken to the government hospital
in Rampurhat block, but died on
the way.

Hourslater, acluster of houses,
including that of Fatikh Sheikh and
those belonging to relatives of
Sona Sheikh --two of the accused
in Bhadu's murder who are now
absconding -- was allegedly at-
tacked and set on fire, leading to
the death of eight people. While
the charred bodies recovered from
the houses are yet to be identified,
police said women and children
are among those killed. Meena
Bibi, the wife of accused Fatikh
Sheikh who succumbed to her
burninjuriesin hospital, is the only
one to have been identified so far.

On Tuesday morning, a big
crowd gathered outside Bhadu
Sheikh's house tomourn hisdeath
while the family prepared for his
last rites. Across the narrow lane
from Bhadu’s house stood the
burnt houses, including of Sona
Sheikh’s relatives from where the
bodies were recovered.

Bhadu's younger brother
Jehangir said, “After my brother
was killed, hundreds of people
from five villages gathered here.
People were angry and they gave
vent to their anger. We do not
know who did what in the
crowd.”

Villagers and his family mem-
bers accuse Sona and Fatikh of
killing Bhadu and say they were
allfriends and party colleagues but
fell out as Bhadu gained political
and financial clout. Their bitter ri-
valry tookanew turnon January 5
last year when Bhadu's brother
Babar Sheikh was murdered.

“My brother, Sona Sheikh,
Fatikh Sheikh and the other ac-
cused all worked for the
Trinamool Congress. My brother
used to pay them Rs 20,000 to
30,000 every month. But they
were jealous that he was getting
richand powerful.. He had several
businesses. Even the day before
yesterday, we gotacall from them
threatening to kill my brother,”
said Jehangir.

Bhadu's 85-year-old father
Marfaus Hossain said, “Sona
Sheikh, Chunnu Sheikh... all of
them were with my son Bhadu. A
year ago, they killed my elder son
Babar Sheikh. Police did not arrest
anyone. After a few months, they
surrendered in courtand got bail.”

Referring to the 11 arrests in
the second case, Bhadu’s wife
Tebila Bibi said, “Police have ar-
rested our people. They should be
released. I lost my husband and
want the culprits who killed my
husband to be hanged.”

While Modi, in his public re-
marks, did not say anything on
thesituationin Ukraine, Shringla
later said Morrison expressed his
understanding of India's posi-
tion, and that he and Modi were
of the opinion that the conflict
could not be areason for divert-
ing attention from issues of the

Indo-Pacific region.

On Saturday, Kishida called
out Russia's aggression against
Ukraine, describing it as a “seri-
ous development” that has
“shaken the foundation of inter-
national order”. Modi, who held
talks with Kishida at Hyderabad
House in New Delhi, did not
mention Ukraine directly and re-
ferred to “geopolitical develop-
ments”.

On Tuesday, Modi spoke to
British Prime Minister Boris
Johnson, whose office at 10,
Downing Street said the leaders
discussed the “grave situationin
Ukraine” and Johnson said “he
believed the actions of Putin's
regime were deeply disturbing
and disastrous for the world”.

“The pair agreed that
Ukraine's integrity and territo-
rial sovereignty must be re-
spected,” said the statement re-
leased by 10, Downing Street.
The leaders said Russia needed
toadhere tothe UN Charter,and
both agreed that “respect forin-

ternational law was the only way
toensure global peace and pros-
perity,” it said.

The Indian PMO's readout of
the call said the twoleaders had
a“detailed discussion” on the sit-
uation in Ukraine. “Prime
Minister Modi reiterated India's
consistent appeal for cessation
of hostilities and a return to the
pathof dialogue and diplomacy.
He emphasised India's belief in
respect forinternational law and
the territorial integrity and sov-
ereignty of all states as the basis
of the contemporary world or-
der,” the PMO statement said.

The difference in the tone of
the two statements reflected the
public positions of the two coun-
tries on the issue.

Petrol, diesel

Rs 5 per litre cut in excise duty on
petrol and a Rs 10 per litre cut in
exciseduty ondiesel. The freezein
price revisions continued in the
run-up to the Assembly elections
in five states earlier this month.
Ordinarily, the prices of petrol and
dieselare revised daily, inline with
a15-dayrollingaverage of bench-
mark prices of petroleum prod-
ucts.

On Sunday, OMCs hiked the
price of bulk diesel by Rs 25 per
litre, taking bulk prices well above
prices at retail pumps. The bulk
price of diesel in Mumbai is cur-
rently Rs 122 per litre while the
price at retail pumps is Rs 95 per

litre.

Experts note that the prices of
both petrol and diesel need to be
hiked by about Rs 0.52 for every
$1 perbarrel increase in the price
of crude oil to allow OMCs to
maintain their marketing mar-
gins. As the price of crude has in-
creased by nearly $33 per barrel
since thelast price revision, OMCs
may need to hike prices by as
much as Rs 17 per litre for both
petrol and diesel to restore mar-
keting margins to normal levels.

However, an increase in refin-
ing margins -- the difference be-
tween the price of crude oil and
the value of petroleum products
produced using crude oil in a re-
finery--may allow refiners to con-
tinue toabsorb some of the impact
of higher crude oil prices. Analysts
have noted that the Centre may
alsoreduce excise duties on petrol
and diesel, which are still above
pre-pandemic levels, toreduce the
impact of high crude oil price on
consumers. Central excise dutyon
petrol is still Rs 8 per litre higher
than pre-pandemic levels while
excise duty ondieselis stillRs 6 per
litre higher.

“Many people whom I know
are planning to leave Sri Lanka,
some have relatives in Indian
camps, some have contacts in
Tamil Nadu. There is panic and
anxiety about tomorrow. It is al-
most certain that the price of rice
will touch Rs (Sri Lankan) 500/ kg
in another week. Today, itis Rs
290/kg of rice, Rs 290/kg of sugar
and Rs 790 for 400 grams of milk
powder,” he said.

The price of milk powder, for
instance, jumped by Rs 250 over
the last three days, he said. Last
week, he pointed out, the Sri
Lankan government postponed
school exams indefinitely duetoa
paper shortage.

Sivakaran's assessment of an
impending exodus was under-
lined by sources in the Lankan
government and local political ob-
servers,who had witnessed a sim-
ilar exodus during the peak of the
civil war there in 1989. That exo-
dus came to an end with the war
winding down in 2009. Since
then, there have only beenisolated
cases of Lankan Tamils coming to
India on fishing boats.

Suresh Premachandran, who
heads the political outfit Eelam
People's Revolutionary
Liberation Front (EPRLF), said
the working class is facing the
heat. “Construction workers and
daily wagers are struggling due
to inflation across the country.

Absence of rains behind soaring temperatures, no respite anytime soon

ture reached as high as eight de-
grees above normal on March 20,
when this year’s highest, of 38.3
degrees Celsius, was recorded.
On Tuesday, the maximum
temperature fell to 34.6 degrees
Celsius, four degrees above the
normal for this time of the year.

“The temperature is not com-
ing down below normal because
of the absence of rain. There has
been a dry spell in Delhi for
around 25 days now, and it is un-
likely to rain for the next 10
days,” said R K Jenamani, senior
scientist, India Meteorological

Department (IMD).

March had not witnessed
any rainin 2018 either, he added.
“It might happen once in a few
years. March is known for dry
spells and for high variations in
temperature since there is a
transition from winter to sum-

mer,” Jenamani said.

“From March 15 to 19, the
temperature from J&K to
Uttarakhand was above nor-
mal,” he said. An increase in the
speed of westerly winds over
Delhi has caused a fall in temper-
ature over the past two days. The

influence of the westerly winds
will continue for the next five
days, keeping the maximum
temperature below 38 degrees
Celsius, since high wind speed
can prevent heat from consoli-
dating over an area, Jenamani
said.

The IMD forecast indicates
that the maximum temperature
could remain at around 35 or 36
degrees Celsius till March 27.

The normal rainfall for Delhi
from March 1 to 22 is around
10.8 mm. The city has received
no rain in this month so far.

The city is topping the list for
the fourth consecutive year. It
topped alist of 92 capitals in 2020,
85 such cities in 2019, and 62 in
2018. The report is based on
PM2.5 data from 6,475 locations
in“117 countries, regions and ter-
ritories around the world,” and is
prepared by IQAir, a Swiss air
quality technology company.

The report said: “India was
home to 11 of the 15 most pol-
luted cities in Central and South
Asiain2021.Delhisawa 14.6%in-
crease in PM2.5 concentrationsin
2021 with levels rising to 96.4
1g/m3 from 84 1g/m3in 2020.No
cities in India met the WHO air
quality guideline of 5 pg/m3. In
2021, 48% of India’s cities ex-
ceeded 50 pg/m3, or more than
10times the WHO guideline.” The
report draws data from govern-
ment-operated monitoring sta-
tions, privately-owned ones, and
stations operated by institutions.

Anumita Roychowdhury, ex-
ecutive director, Research and
Advocacy, Centre for Science and
Environment, said, “We know
this from the regulatory data in
India that pollution is bouncing
backafter 2020, which wasahard
lockdown... Post-recovery period
calls for stringent implementa-
tion of action across NCR...”

She added, “To understand if
existing policies are working or
not, post-recovery trend will have
to be looked at after the reopen-
ing of economy in 2021. Action
will have to be scaled up and har-
monised. Focus would have tobe
clean energy transition... We al-
ready know this is what we need
to do.

Liberating students from exams
or undermining schools: On

THE DECISION to make the
Common University Entrance
Test (CUET) the sole filter for ad-
missions to all central universi-
ties, including Delhi University,
will not just impact higher edu-
cation but also have a significant
and lasting impact on school ed-
ucation, say educationists.

This move effectively re-
moves any weightage of Class 12
Board results for admission to
undergraduate courses in 45
central universities. In the last
two years, cutoffs based on class
12 results for admission into
Delhi University had soared up
to 100% in multiple colleges.
Now, Board results will at best be
used as an eligibility criterion to
appear for the CUET, says UGC
chairman M Jagadesh Kumar.

For Ameeta Wattal, chairper-
son and executive director edu-
cation, DLF Foundation Schools,
this development comes as are-
lief: “We’ve been navigating
childhood through these few
NCERT textbooks for so many
years, and the focus has been

L V Sehgal, principal
of Bal Bharti school, says there
must be some weightage given
to the 10-plus years that stu-
dents have spent in school and
their learnings. Sehgal also says
that school education, for the
past many years, has already
been shifting from only final ex-
ams to continuous assessment
throughout the year. “The initial
impression with the CUET may
be of declining importance of
schools, however in the long run
everyone will understand that
the focus of school education is
different.”

Onthe question of a possible
change of role of coaching cen-
tres, views vary. Some believe
that coaching centres are silos,
made for specific subject learn-
ing, and cannot replace the ho-
listic learning provided in
schools. Others believe that
coaching centre culture will now
flourish, and that these will now
come up for all subjects that are
part of the CUET. "This will also
bring additional stress to stu-
dents, who will have to manage
both school and coaching cen-
tres, as well as parents who will
be burdened with financing
both," says Kushwaha.

Bill to merge MCDs
likely to give Centre
funding option

THE BILL that aims to merge
Delhi’s three municipal corpora-
tions is likely to have clearly de-
fined provisions for devolution
of funds between the Delhi gov-
ernment and the civic bodies, as
well as provisions for direct
funding from the Centre.

At present, the BJP-ruled civic
bodies and the AAP government
have been at loggerheads over
funding, with MCD saying the
Delhi government does not give
its due share. The AAP however
alleges that corruption is the rea-
son for civic bodies lacking funds.
The economic crisis has led to
the staff going on strike over 50
times in the past five years.

A senior BJP leader said the
Bill that will be tabled in the
Budget session will likely have a
provision that provides more av-
enues to the MCD for generating
funds through the Centre. “Also,
in the existing slabs, it could be
made binding for the Delhi gov-
ernment to pay the share of
MCDs,” said a senior BJP leader.

At the moment, the Centre
can give direct funds only under
certain schemes like Swachh
Bharat, but this cannot be used
for day to day running of the
MCDs. The changes will help the
party send out a message to the
public of how they plan to fix the
fund crisis if voted to power
again, the leader said.

DELHI CHIEF Minister Arvind
Kejriwal Tuesday said the Armed
Forces Preparatory School, an-
nounced by his government last
year, will be named after free-
dom fighter Bhagat Singh.

“The cabinet had last year an-
nounced that we (Delhi govern-
ment) will build a school where
students will be trained for get-
ting into armed forces. We have
named it after Shaheed Bhagat
as a tribute to the revolutionary
on his 91st death anniversary.
Students will be taught all skills
required to get into officer-level
positions in armed forces such as
the Army, Navy and Air Force,”
Kejriwal said.

The school will come up at
Jharoda Kalan with a campus of
14 acres. Students will be able to
take admission in classes IX and
Xlin the school. It will have 200
seats —100inclassIXand 100in

class XI. As many as 60 seats will
be for boys and 40 for girls in
each grade. The admission
process will be two-staged with
anaptitude test first, followed by
aphysical fitness test.

“As many as 18,000 applica-
tions have already been received
for just 200 seats,” Kejriwal in-
formed. He said the residential
school will be free of cost and any
Delhi resident will be able to get
admission. He also announced
that retired army and naval offi-
cers will be inducted as faculty
members, who will be able to
guide students based on their
real-life experiences. The Shaheed
Bhagat Singh Armed Forces
Preparatory School will have an
academic wing and a ‘service
preparatory’ wing, he added.

The written test for admis-
sion to class IX will be held on
March 27, whereas the entrance
exam for class XI will be held the
next day. Those who clear the
written exam will then be called
for personal interviews.

Gadkari makes EV push: Price on
par with petrol vehicles in two yrs

NEW DELHI, MARCH 22

ROAD TRANSPORT and Highways Minister
Nitin Gadkari made a strong pitch for electric
vehicles on Tuesday in Lok Sabha, assuring
members that the price of these would be on
a par with petrol ones within two years.

He made a string of promises — reducing
the Delhi-Mumbai road travel time to 12
hours by the end of the year; completing the
Zoji-la tunnel by 2024 instead of the 2026
deadline; no toll within 40 km on any na-
tional highway; and a road to Kailash
Mansarovar from India (Pithorgarh) by 2023.

Replying to a 12-hour discussion on de-
mands for grants for his ministry, Gadkari
said: “Within a maximum of two years, the
cost of electric scooters, cars and auto-rick-
shaws will be the same as petrol scooters,
cars and auto-rickshaws. Prices of lithium-
ion batteries are coming down. We are de-
veloping this chemistry of zinc-ion, alu-
minium-ion, sodium-ion batteries. If you are
spending Rs 100 on petrol, you will spend Rs
10 for using electric vehicles.”

Emphasising on shifting to cost-effective
fuel, Gadkari urged MPs to adopt hydrogen-
based transport technologies and take the
initiative in their respective constituencies
to use sewage water for producing it.
Hydrogen will soon be the cheapest fuel al-
ternative, he said.

Gadkari urged focus on green fuel and
green technology. He urged MPs that the in-
frastructure development should be priori-
tised while considering the “environment
and ecology sensitively” — but notin “an ex-
aggerated way”. He said the country should
start thinking about “electricity-based pub-
lic transport” to reduce pollution.

“We want development, we want job op-
portunities, we want exports and we want
the environment, too.  urge you torise above
politics and in the national interest think
about ways to develop our infrastructure. We
should all come together and decide what
rules and laws we need to make.”

He also promised to significantly improve
road infrastructure by 2024.

“American roads are not good because
America is rich but America is rich because
American roads are good. To make India pros-

perous, | assure that before December 2024
India's road infrastructure will be like America,”
he said. Gadkari said road projects worth Rs
62,000 crore have been started in the national
capital to ease trafficand tackle pollution.

Gadkari said it now takes only 40 minutes
to travel to Meerut from Delhi, as against four
hours earlier. “Our aim is to reduce the cost
of construction and improve quality,” he said.

On the progress in infrastructure, the
minister said road travel between Delhi to
Jaipur and Delhi to Haridwar now takes 2
hours. Similarly, the travel time from Delhi
to Amritsar is now four hours.

He urged MPs to make plans for cable cars
and ropeways and promised to “clear them
soon”. “There is no dearth of funds. You make
plans, I will get the roads built,” he said.

With the Opposition lauding Gadkari's
work, the cut motions moved by them were
withdrawn. “We all extend our appreciation
toyou for having the wonderful performance
of the Ministry of Road, Transport and
Highways... It is not proper on my part to
move cut motions. So, I seek the leave of the
House to withdraw all the cut motions in my
name,” RSP MP N K Premachandran said.

Houses over fuel,
LPG price hike

Members of Cong, TMC, DMK walk out of LS;
sloganeering in RS leads to adjournment twice

MEMBERS OF Opposition parties, including
those from the Congress, TMC and DMK,
walked out of the Lok Sabha on Tuesday, de-
manding a rollback of the fresh hike in the
price of petrol, diesel, and cooking gas. The
price of petrol and diesel has gone up by 80
paise per litre and LPG cylinder will be dearer
by Rs 50.

The Opposition also disrupted the pro-
ceedings in the Rajya Sabha and the House
had tobe adjourned twice amid sloganeering.

Raising the issue during the Zero Hour in
the Lower House, Congress leader Adhir
Ranjan Chowdhury said, “All the apprehen-
sions we had expressed about anincrease in
price of petrol, diesel and LPG after the
Assembly elections in the five states have
proved true today.”

DMK member T R Baalu also flagged the
fuel and LPG cylinder price hike, amid de-
mands for a rollback from the Opposition
benches. “The government of India has in-
creased the price of petroleum products.
There has been an increase of more than Rs
50 per LPG cylinder. This is not correct. The
government of India should roll back this
hike,” Baalu said.

Trinamool Congress (TMC) member
Sudip Bandyopadhyay said the prices have
gone up to extreme levels as far as fuel, diesel
and domestic gas are concerned. “We ask the
government to roll back the hike. To lodge a
protest against the move of the government,
we staged a walkout today,” Bandyopadhyay
said.

On Tuesday, oil marketing companies
hiked the price of petrol and diesel by 80
paise a litre amid a sharp rise in the price of
crude oil, and that of domestic cooking gas
by Rs 50 per cylinder after over four months.

Later, addressing a press conference, sen-
ior Congress leaders Mallikarjun Kharge,
Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury, Anand Sharma
and Randeep Singh Surjewala, accused the
government of “looting” Rs 10,000 crore

of extension to PMGKAY scheme

BARELY A week before the Pradhan Mantri
Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana (PMGKAY)ends, a
parliamentary standing committee has
asked the Food Ministry to make an “objec-
tive assessment” and find out to what extent
the scheme has helped beneficiaries and for
how long it needs to be continued.

While “applauding” the Centre for
launching PMGKAY, the Committee said the
ministry had “not carried out or proposed a
study or an objective assessment” of the
foodgrains scheme launched in 2020 as the
government’s economic response to the
Covid pandemic.

“The Covid-19 pandemic has affected the
entire country in multiple ways. It has im-
pacted the food delivery system with direct
and indirect consequences on lives and liveli-

hood of people, especially the most vulner-
able sections of the society,” said a report of
the Standing Committee on Food, Consumer
Affairs and Public Distribution, tabled in Lok
Sabha on Tuesday.

The Committee is headed by TMC leader
and MP, Sudip Bandyopadhyay

The PMGKAY provided an additional five
kilograms of foodgrains per month to bene-
ficiaries of the National Food Security Act.

Spread over five phases, with a total allo-
cation of Rs 759.22 lakh tonnes and financial
implication pegged at Rs 2.68 lakh crore, the
scheme is scheduled to end March 31,2022.

The Food Ministry had earlier informed
the Standing Committee extension of the
scheme beyond March, 2022, would be con-
sidered by it “based on the prevailing situa-
tion” in the country.

Observing that food subsidy is “still very
high” and there is “scope to reduce it further”,
the Committee has asked the food depart-

ment to optimise the Food Subsidy Bill.

While doing so, however, the department
may not compromise the demands of bene-
ficiaries and also the preparedness for unwar-
ranted situations such as Covid-19, it said.

The Committee also expressed concerns
on the huge dues owed to the Food
Corporation of India (FCI) by some depart-
ments.

“The Committee notes with concern that
a large amount of dues are outstanding
against the Ministry of Rural Development
and Ministry of Human Resource
Development (now Ministry of Education)
on account of foodgrains provided to them
by FCI for various welfare schemes on pay-
ment basis,” the report said.

“The Committee feels that inability to lig-
uidate the outstanding dues of FCI over the
years would adversely affect the functioning
of FCI and put burden on ever-rising Food
Subsidy Bill,” the report said.

moving forward. I want to inform you that
this month, 322 flights were made opera-
tional for Jammu.

Placing Governor as the chief execu-
tive under the President's rule is a political
answer. What you need is an economic an-
swer,” he said. Referring to the plight of
Kashmiri Pandits, Tankha informed the
House that he will be introducing a Private

Infiltration down, but
significant number
of terrorists present
in launch pads: Govt

INFILTRATION FROM Pakistan has reduced
considerably but a significant number of ter-
rorists remain present in various launch
pads in Pakistan and Pakistan-occupied
Kashmir (PoK), Lok Sabha was informed on
Tuesday.

Inwritten replies to questions pertaining
to the situation along the Line of Control
(LoC)and international border with Pakistan,
ministers of state for home affairs Nityanand
Rai and Nitish Pramaik gave details of steps
taken by the government in countering the
menace of infiltration and dropping of arms
and ammunition using drones.

Rai told the House that the infiltration
across the Line of Control has decreased sig-
nificantly since 2018 in Jammu and Kashmir.
He said in 2021, the figure of infiltration stood
at34whereasitwas 143in2018, 138in 2019
and 51 in 2020.

However, there was a word of caution as
the minister informed the House that “as
per inputs, a significant number of sus-
pected terrorists remain present at various
launch pads in Pakistan/Pakistan-occupied
Kashmir ”.

Ukraine evacuation praiseworthy,
but govt could have done better: Opp

MEMBERS FROM across the Opposition and
treasury benches on Tuesday lauded the gov-
ernment’s Operation Ganga which was
aimed at evacuating Indian citizens from
Ukraine amid Russian invasion.

Participating in the discussion on
Demands for Grant of the Ministry of Civil
Aviation for the financial year 2022-23,
Congress leader Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury
said, “There is no doubt that the Government
of India had embarked upon a massive evac-
uation effort so as to evacuate our stranded
people, including students, from Ukraine. So,
the government, along with private airlines
and Air Force, deserve to be applauded.”

“In the same vein, I would like to flag the
attention of this government to the fact that
the chaos and consternation with regard to

the evacuation of stranded people could have
been averted provided we had taken a little
more proactive measures,” Chowdhury said.
Observing that the situation was “precar-
ious”, Chowdhury said, “Given the intensity
and the precarious situation prevailing over
there, the government could have been more
proactive. However, there is no doubt that it
was a large-scale humanitarian approach
taken together by the departments of Civil
Aviation, Defence and External Affairs. It cer-
tainly deserves to be applauded.”
Chowdhury also wanted to know whether
Operation Ganga s still on or is there still any
need to evacuate any person from Ukraine.
Earlier in the day, Initiating the discus-
sion, Congress member Ravneet Singh
lauded Operation Ganga to evacuate Indian
students from Ukraine. He also raised the is-
sue of lower allocation of Regional
Connectivity and said the government
should increase the allocation of the scheme.

New Delhi

Raising the issue of high airfare, Singh
said: “The tariffs comes under provision of
Sub-rule 1 of Rule 135 of Aircraft Rules, 1937.
They (airlines) decide the tariffs their own.
The government should fix and regulate it.”

BJP member Mahesh Sharma compared
NDA government’s seven years’ rule with the
rule of previous governments in 67 years be-
fore 2014. The country had only 75 airstrips in
67years,which hasincreased to 130in the past
sevenyears, he said. He said there were 395 air-
craft in the scheduled airlines in India in 2014,
which has increased to 716 aircraftin 2021.

DMK member S R Partiban said, “When
Air India flights were with the government,
the government was able to successfully res-
cue our Indian citizens stranded in various
countries during the Covid-19 crisis.

statement from the Ministry Tuesday.

The iDEX programme was launched by
Prime Minister Narendra Modi in 2018 to fos-
terinnovation and incorporate cutting-edge
technology in the Armed Forces within a
swift time-frame.

It is expected that around 25-40 items,
after the successful prototyping by the iDEX
start-ups, will be ready for procurement by
the year’s end.

On Tuesday, the DAC also accorded
Acceptance of Necessity (AoN) for Capital
Acquisition proposals for the Armed Forces
amounting to Rs 8,357 crore.

The DAC said modernisation require-
ments of the defence forces are to be indige-
nously sourced and import should be re-
sorted to only as an exception.

CONGRESS PRESIDENT Sonia Gandhi

The rapprochement efforts by Sonia are
seen as an attempt by her to cool tempers
and not let the situation get out of hand.

To quell the discontent, some of the G-23
leaders could be accommodated and given
organisational responsibilities; Sonia, how-
ever, is learnt to have told the three leaders
thatamajor surgery — in other words, a mas-
sive overhaul — is not possible now, given

WITH THE Gujarat Assembly elections on the
horizon, Rajkot city unit of the Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP) launched a drive to paint its elec-
tion symbol lotus on walls that is now target-
ing public offices and parks in the city.

Terming the move “inappropriate”, the
Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) has announced to
follow suit if the authorities don’t take action
against the ruling party.

Kamlesh Mirani, president of the Rajkot
city unit of BJP launched the campaign on
Monday by painting on a lotus sketch at the
entrance of the party office in Karanpara.

The state wide campaign was launched
by state BJP president CR Paatil from
Ahmedabad and Surat on March 13 where

he and other leaders painted party slogans
on public walls.

By late morning on Tuesday, saffron-
coloured lotus paintings dotted the entrance
of Race Course garden in Rajkot as well as the

“As per instructions from the state leader-
ship, we have launched the drive to paint lo-
tus symbol on city walls. The campaign will go

ontillMarch 31,” Mirani told The Indian Express.

“We have given a contract for the work to
one person per ward... for an average 10 to
12 paintings every day,” he added.

State assembly elections are scheduled
to be held towards the end of this year.

On the reason behind the BJP drawing its
election symbols even on walls of public
buildings and parks, Mirani said, “It is not
easy to get walls in cities for such paintings.
Therefore, we are drawing paintings on the
walls of premises belonging to our workers
and well-wishers after getting their consent.”

Mirani added, “We do it before every
election. Once the elections are formally an-
nounced, the EC whitewashes them.”

Shivlal Barasiya, president of Rajkot unit
of AAP, objected to the BJP’s move and said,
“This is not the right use of public property
and officials concerned should take action.”

CONGRESS PRESIDENT Sonia Gandhi on
Tuesday met a delegation of senior leaders
from Himachal Pradesh to review the party’s
preparations for Assembly elections later this
year. Separately, Rahul Gandhi held a meet-
ing with the top leadership of the party from
Gujarat, which will go to polls along with
Himachal.

Sonia underlined the need for unity, a
routine suggestion that the leadership gives
at such huddles. But with this meeting, Sonia
has signalled that she is back in action. It was
Rahul Gandhi who had been holding such
meetings with state leaders. Sources said
most leaders argued that the Congress can
make a comeback in Himachal.

The emergence of AAP was also a point
of discussion. After the AAP’s landslide vic-
tory in Punjab, there were fears in the
Congress that its impact could be felt in
neighbouring Himachal. But most of the
leaders who attended the meeting told Sonia
that AAP may not be a big factor in Himachal
and that the situation in Punjab and
Himachal was not similar.

The sense was that the AAP will register
its presence and not go beyond that. But
some of the leaders admitted there could be
some desertions from the party.

Delhi Chief Minister and AAP supremo
Arvind Kejriwal and Punjab Chief Minister
Bhagwant Mann are set to hold a road show
in Mandi on April 6.

“It was a routine meeting. What can we
expect when 20-odd leaders, including many
who don’t see eye to eye with each other, sit
together? One person even suggested to
Sonia that she should hold one-to-one meet-
ings with all the leaders to know the reality
onthe ground,” aleader said. “Everyone said
we should get our act together and be united.
But are we united?” said another leader.

Rahul, meanwhile, held a meeting with
Gujarat Congress chief Jagdish Thakor and
CLP leader Sukhram Rathva. Rahul is likely
to travel to Gujarat in the first week of April
to flag off a 'padayatra’ (foot march) that the
party is taking out from Sabarmati Ashram
to Delhi to mark the 75th anniversary of
India’s Independence.

‘Opposition parties don’t have a narrative
that contrasts the BJP’s consistently’

In this explained.Live session, political scientist Suhas Palshikar analyses the results of the five Assembly elections, decodes the
political culture that fuels the BJP and talks about what went wrong with the Congress in UP
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On Aam Aadmi Party’s (AAP’s) victory in
Punjab and its prospects in the national
Opposition space

It had pitched itself as a non-party movement
and kept all political parties away. Although it did-
n’'thave many seatsin 2017, AAP capitalised on the
disenchantment, disappointment and also the ex-
pectations which the farmers’ movement kindled
in both Punjab and western UP. In Punjab, this
angst had a particular vehicle in the form of arel-
ative newcomer like AAP.

Every national combination will now have to
take the AAP much more seriously as it is proba-
bly the only multi-state party of some heft at the
moment. Ifit succeeds in Gujarat even partially to
emerge as the main Opposition, thenit could stake
its claim as a national opponent of the BJP much
more strongly by the end of this year. It could look
atitself as the leader of a national coalition through
a pre-election or post-election arrangement.

On whether the results in UP signal an
Opposition failure

You could blame the Opposition to a limited
extent because the Congress was already making
asmuch noise as it could, even before the election.
The blame perhaps lies at the doors of the
Samajwadi Party (SP), which was not very active
during the past five years, or at least thatis what its
critics have been saying. Also, the Bahujan Samaj
Party (BSP)went into hibernation. The absence of
a continuous Opposition narrative over the last
five years helped the BJP. Structurally too, both the
Congress and BSPare virtually non-existent. So UP
suddenly became a two-party contest in which
the SPappeared inadequate to take on the BJP. The
BJP didn’t win for what its leaders said during the
campaign. It scored because of its low-intensity,
low-volume campaign of five years, leading into
whatIhave called the “exploitation of the Hindu-
Muslim faultline.” Yes, there was a repressive
regime, which would practically disallow its op-
ponents to function normally. But other than that,
brutal asit may sound, Opposition parties, includ-
ing the SP,do not have acomplete narrative of their
own that contrasts the BJP's consistently.

The present UP scenario was almost rehearsed
in the 1980s in terms of the combination of the
Thakur and Brahmin votes on the one hand and
the lower OBCs and non-dominant OBCs on the
other. Of course, the party stoked fundamental
fault-lines on the basis of a communal majority.
Thatwas acommon thread and added to the mo-
bilisation politics. Then came Narendra Modi.

On the political culture that made BJP
successful

[ think the process started in the 1990s, or
slightly earlier, along with the Ramjanambhoomi
Andolan. That was the inflection point at which
public opinion shifted.

In a statement, the ministry
said the CCPA, headed by Nidhi
Khare, additional secretary, de-
partment of Consumer Affairs,
recently passed an order against
misleading advertisements of
Sensodyne products, which
make the claims
“Recommended by dentists
worldwide” and “World’s No.1
sensitivity toothpaste”.

According to the statement,
the CCPA on February 9 passed an
order directing “discontinuation
of advertisement” of Sensodyne
products, which show endorse-
ment by foreign dentists.

India to play crucial

Bulldozer will not stop
until criminals are
finished, says Chouhan

“bring down properties of rapists
and sexual assault accused” were
put up across Bhopal. The posters
came up after in three instances
of rape in Sheopur, Shahdol and
Seoni districts, the administra-
tions of the respective districts
razed the houses of the accused.

On March 18, according to
the police, a mob had set ablaze
two shops and motorcycles be-
longing to the Muslim commu-
nity in Chandpur village, leading
to a clash in which Raju Adivasi

| CM Shivraj
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was killed, while 53 people from
both sides sustained injuries.

Two cross-FIRs were regis-
tered and the district adminis-
tration demolished two “illegal”
shops and a house belonging to
the Muslim community.
However, four days after the in-
cident, videos of tribal leaders of
Gondwana Gantantra Party have
surfaced, alleging that the clash
was fuelled by RSS and Bajrang
Dal members. Taking cognisance
of the statement, Rajya Sabha
MP Digvijaya Singh demanded
anindependent probe by an all-
party panel of Vidhan Sabha.

Addressing a gathering at
Chandpur village, Chouhan said,
“Those indulging in hooliganism
will be wiped out from MP.”

Thisis not the first time when
Chouhan has tried to project
himself as a strict administrator.
During a public event in
Hoshangabad’s Babai on
December 25, 2020, he had
given an ultimatum to the mafia
to leave Madhya Pradesh.

he has brought the issue to the
notice of the civic administra-
tion. “We are finding out whoin-
stalled these hoardings. If the
civicagency files a complaint, we
will consult our legal team and
take action accordingly,” he said.

Common entrance test for central universities is welcome. But
supply crisis in higher education needs urgent attention

HE IRRATIONALITY OF a system of high marks, higher cut-offs and an assess-

ment system that rewards unimaginative, rote learning has, for long, taken a

toll on students and educators. The compulsory common entrance test for

admission to undergraduate courses and colleges under central universities
is, therefore, a welcome first step in fixing a broken system. For one, the Class XII board
examination results will no longer have a bearing on admission to these 45 universities,
flattening out the differences in assessment practices across various boards. The accom-
panying end to absurd outcomes such as 100 per cent qualifying marks for prized courses
in Delhi University comes not a day too soon. Second, students can opt to write the
Common University Entrance Test (CUET) in any of 13 languages, which levels the field
significantly. Third, it spares students from the expense and hassle of writing multiple
entrance examination tests. But, for all those pluses, the entrance test is not a magic bul-
let to the complex challenge of equality and quality in higher education.

Alot will rest on the structure of the test, and the goals with which it is designed. The
National Education Policy, while recommending just such a reform in the university ad-
mission process, had called for “a high-quality common aptitude test, as well as specialised
common subject exams ... that test conceptual understanding and the ability to apply
knowledge and shall aim to eliminate the need for taking coaching for these exams”. The
apprehension that the CUET can be gamed by a super-nimble coaching industry is not un-
founded. The National Testing Agency (NTA)'s task will be to ensure a less mechanical way
of screening applicants and assessing the aptitude for college education. The unreasonable
cut-off must not be replaced by another test score. Neither, after all, is a foolproof meas-
ure of ability. Nor should 12 years of schooling be completely disregarded in the admission
process or reduced to the performance in a make-or-break examination. The government
and the school boards must find a way to give weightage to a child’s schooling career.

Finally, a single piece of reform must not obscure the larger, structural reasons for the cri-
sis.Inayoung country, where education is tied up with the aspirations of people across cla-
sses, the demand for higher education is growing, as is evident in the 11 per cent rise in gross
enrolment between 2015 and 2020. The number of quality higher education institutes has
not kept up, resulting in lakhs of applicants for a few universities and elite colleges — and leav-
ing out vast numbers without the education they deserve. For the government, that's the
urgent task that demands attention and resources. Without an expansion in education in-
frastructure, more private and public investment in colleges and universities, the majority
of young people will continue to be saddled with sub-par education that sets them up for
unemployability and frustration. That's a crucial test for the future.

WAR AND PRICES

Surge in fertiliser prices, amid crisis in Ukraine, affects India.
But it can act to mitigate the impact on farmers

NDIAN FARMERS MAY well be collateral beneficiaries of the disastrous Russian
invasion of Ukraine. Soaring international prices of agri-commaodities, thanks to
shipping disruptions in the Black Sea, have improved crop realisation prospects
even as a bumper rabi harvest of wheat, mustard, maize and barley is in the offing.
The outlook for the ensuing kharif cropping season seems equally promising. If current
prices hold, or don’t significantly fall, farmers will have the incentive to plant more area
under cotton, maize, soyabean, groundnut, sesamum and sunflower. That would help
promote crop diversification, especially weaning farmers away from paddy and sugarcane.

There is, however, one elephant in the room: Fertilisers. India is an importer of plant nu-
trients, whether in finished form or as raw material and intermediates. Urea and di-
ammonium phosphate (DAP) are currently trading at $1,200 and $1,300 per tonne, re-
spectively, as against their corresponding year-ago levels of $400 and $500. The landed
price of muriate of potash (MOP) imported into India has, likewise, surged from $247 to
$592 per tonne; so have those of inputs such as phosphoric acid (from $795 to $1,530),
sulphur ($225 to $450) and ammonia ($475 to $1,150). The reason is simple: Russia is the
world’s largest urea exporter and, together with its strategic ally Belarus, accounts for
around 40 per cent of the global trade in MOP. Russia also figures among the top five DAP-
exporting countries. With a crucial supply source getting cut off by a combination of war-
linked suspension of cargo movements and financial sanctions, the entire international
fertiliser trade has been thrown into jeopardy.

What canIndiado? Three things, probably. The first is to rely less on floating import ten-
ders, which will only further drive up global prices in a seller’s market. A better option is
to contract directly — with Canada, Israel and Jordan for potash and Saudi Arabia, Morocco,
Senegal, Tunisia, Togo and Egypt for phosphates — using government channels. Similar
sourcing of, say, 1.5-2 million tonnes each of urea and DAP is possible even with China.
With kharif sowings starting from mid-June, there is a reasonable time window to tie up
supplies. The second is to initiate a campaign, well ahead of the season, to induce farmers
to reduce consumption of urea, DAP and MOP and replace these with complex fertilisers
having less, but more balanced, nutrient content. Third, the maximum retail price of urea
has been unchanged since November 2012. A minimum 25 per cent hike is in order now
— to prepare farmers for eventual price decontrol and a flat per-acre subsidy regime.

Russian cosmonauts’ suits may or may not have showed
support for Ukraine. But there is alarger point in the controversy

HEN RUSSIAN COSMONAUTS Oleg Artemyev, Denis Matveev and
Sergey Korsakov docked the Soyuz MS-21 spacecraft at the
International Space Station on Friday, many on earth read into their
bright yellow suits with blue trim a gesture — of support for Ukraine
(with its yellow and blue flag) and of defiance against the Russian state. As speculation
exploded online, Russian officials offered a series of clarifications: There was a lot of the
yellow material in storage, so it was used for the uniform; the suits were designed months
in advance, so they couldn’t be a symbol of anti-war protest; the colours honour the
Bauman Moscow State Technical University, the alma mater of the three cosmonauts.
Whatever the real explanation — Russian cosmonauts are usually kitted out in blue —
the controversy and its setting in space blur the sharp lines that, on the ground, separate
the parties on different sides of the war. The only reason that the ISS continues to stay in
orbitand doits valuable work is the dedicated teamwork of the 15 nations involved, includ-
ing the US and Russia. Cooperation in space has already suffered with the launch of Europe’s
Mars rover, ExoMars, being postponed due to the involvement of the Russian space agency,
Roscosmos. And while Roscosmos has threatened to pull its support from the ISS over
western sanctions on Russia, thatis not an option for the crew on board. The ISSis a signif-
icant feat of international collaboration in the post-Cold War era, with Russia controlling
the propulsion system, and the US providing the power.
Over 60 years ago, Yuri Gagarin had talked about experiencing a perspective shift as he
looked down and marvelled at the pale, blue dot. Perhaps, from 400 km above the earth’s
surface, the ISS crew has developed a similar understanding of what really matters.

The New World Disorder

world more likely to be marked by conflict, hubris

Self-serving stances of great powers on Ukraine point to a

EVEN AS UKRAINE faces extraordinary dev-
astation, a new world disorder is becoming
apparent. The United States has to do the bal-
ancing act of providing a strong response to
Russia. But it is also hemmed in by the fact
thatitis dealing with an armed nuclear power
and needs to avoid direct confrontation.
Whether this balancing act can be pulled off
remains to be seen. Europe is now caught be-
tween its desire to send a strong message to
Russia and sanctimonious moralising. But its
credibility is impugned because it is simply
not willing to pay even the minimal economic
price for a strong stand.

Russia in the meantime has made a clas-
sic mistake. It is one of the great mysteries of
international politics that despite their terri-
ble record at winning asymmetric wars, pow-
erful countries continue to think they can win.
Post World War Il history is full of examples
of conflict between a seemingly strong power
and a weaker adversary resulting inimmense
losses for the former, if not full defeat. Andrew
MacK’s classic study “Why Big Nations Lose
Small Wars: The Politics of Asymmetric
Conflict,” had made this pointas early as 1975.
Seemingly weak adversaries can do surpris-
ingly well for a number of reasons: The fray-
ing of political will of the stronger power,
greater ideological cohesion, international
support for the weaker power, the practical
difficulties of waging war or constraints on
the use of certain kinds of weapons. One of
the arguments that used to be made for the
possible strength of weaker adversaries is
that they have degrees of freedom: They can
engage in guerrilla warfare, insurgency or
even targeting civilians. But one of the strik-
ing things about modern wars is that none of
the great powers have shown much restraint
in the tactics they use: The Russians are as
ready to use any tactics necessary, as the dev-
astating destruction of Mariupol suggests.

Ivan Arreguin-Toft, in How the Weak Win
Wars, had argued statistically, that since 1950
the percentage of wars that seemingly
stronger powers win was dropping to less
than half. Butif you consider significant wars
from Afghanistan to Iraq, the illusion of power
is even more striking. Countering guerrilla

warfare, insurgency, urban warfare, civil re-
bellion or even a war against gang lords has
not proven easy for any state. Power is a nec-
essary instrument for defence. But there is
something surreal about the hubris of states
that, time and again, get misled by metrics of
power. If there is one lesson that all great
powers need to draw, it is this: How elusive
notions of power can feel when confronted
with seemingly weaker enemies.

The only definition of a superpower in
the contemporary world is not that it is a
power that can achieve its objectives by force.
Itis that it can, to a certain degree, absorb the
costs of failure, as the United States has, and
Russia has been unable to. Russia may even-
tually terrorise and bomb Ukraine into sub-
mission. It has not been clear from the start
what Putin’s eventual political objective was.
Even the Russians themselves are admitting
to high casualties. Russia finds itself in a
Ukraine with a fourth of its population dis-
placed, cities devastated, its adversaries to
the West more united, its economy deeply
hurt. After this, any agreement may be a face
saver, but hardly a victory.

The rest of the world, meanwhile, is
smelling an opportunity and a space for new
equations seems to open up. India and China
are a case in point. India and China’s equivo-
cation on Ukraine is appalling. Taking a stand
against Western hypocrisy, and looking out
for one’s interests are worthy causes.

There is absolutely no evidence that
that message is meant to put serious pressure
on Russia, while there is a lot of evidence that
Russia seeks to exploit the schism between
the rest and West for its own advantage.

The India-China dyad is interesting at the
moment. Speculation about a visit to India
by Wang Yi has heightened expectations. Is
there an unintended silver lining here?
India’s actions on Russia might just convince
China that all talk of India being in the
American camp was always premature. This
is not a bad reputation to have in this con-
text. China will, for the moment, try and se-
cure some détente with India in the face of
recent tensions. A détente with India will also
be a trophy against US claims of more global
support. How credible this opportunity is
and how much India can trust Xi remains to
be seen. But the crucial question in relation
to the Ukraine crisis is this. China has been
equivocal in its public statements on how
much it will support Russia; it recognises the
potential liability of Putin, but the prospect of
apro-Chinese regime in Russia (all the better
if weaker) and a weakening of America is
very tempting. Could India and China, the
two important states with stakes in Russia,
get across a unified message to Russia? Or
will they both cynically fish in troubled wa-
ters, not contributing to pressure on Russia or
making the world safer?

So an America understandably losing cap-
ital outside the West because of its hypocrisy,
a Europe still speaking in forked tongues, a
Russia that would rather see the world and
its own citizens suffer, and India and China
using western hypocrisy as a cover for dis-
playing an outright cynicism is not a good
portent for a world order. Putin may not yet
survive his blunder. Ukraine will almost cer-
tainly pay an impossibly high price for Putin’s
hubris. But the self-serving stances of all the
great powers make it more likely that the
world will be marked by more miscalcula-
tions, conflictand hubris, rather than adamp-
ening of conflict and more cooperation.

THE CASE AGAINST RUSSIA

IJ order is binding on Moscow, constitutes part of its international legal obligations

THE INTERNATIONAL COURT of Justice (IC])
— the principal judicial organ of the United
Nations (UN) — has ordered Russia toimme-
diately suspend its military operations in
Ukraine. In short, to end the war instantly.
This decision of far-reaching significance was
rendered by the ICJ in response to Ukraine’s
application for indication of provisional
measures under Article 41 of the IC] Statute.
Provisional measures under the ICJ Statute
are the international equivalent of an interim
injunction that can be provided by the court
to preserve the rights of the parties pending
afinal decision on the merits of the case.

Ukraine moved the ICJ against Russia ac-
cusing it of falsely claiming that Ukrainians
are committing genocide in their territory
and using this untruthful premise to startan
illegal war. This, Ukraine believes, breaches
its rights under the Genocide Convention —
a treaty that is binding to both Russia and
Ukraine.

I(J's reasoning is in three parts. First, the
court held that it had prima facie jurisdiction
in the case because the subject matter fell
under the Genocide Convention. Russia tried
to wriggle out of this dispute. It contended
that its formal basis for use of force against
Ukraine was its right to self-defence under
Article 51 of the UN Charter (a patently ille-
gal argument, but this issue is not before the
IC]). The court rejected Russia’s argument
and held that the existence of a dispute is a
matter of substance, and not a question of
form or procedure. Since 2014, Russia has

been repeatedly accusing Ukraine of com-
mitting genocide in the Donetsk and
Luhansk regions. Just before the military in-
vasion, Russian President Vladimir Putin
mentioned ending the genocide in Ukraine
as the reason to use force. Ukraine vehe-
mently rejects this charge. Prima facie, this
shows the existence of a “dispute” under
Article IX of the Genocide Convention — the
compromissory clause that bestows juris-
diction on the IC].

Second, after establishing prima facie ju-
risdiction, the ICJ held that the objective of
indicating provisional measures is the
preservation of the rights claimed by the par-
ties, pending the decision on merits. Ukraine
argues that it has aright under the Genocide
Convention not to be falsely accused of geno-
cide and rely on this wrong pretext to use
force against its territorial integrity. Since the
current proceedings were only for provi-
sional measures, the IC] did not decide de-
finitively whether Ukraine has such a right
under the Genocide Convention.
Nonetheless, the IC] found Ukraine’s right
plausible, which is adequate for the current
purposes. Further, the court found that a suf-
ficient connection exists between Ukraine’s
plausible right and the provisional measures
(immediate suspension of military opera-
tions) it has sought.

While the court did not decide on
whether Russia has breached the Genocide
Convention, as this is a question of merits, it
did express doubt over whether a country

can unilaterally use force against another
country for punishing or preventing an al-
leged act of genocide. This indicates that
Russia’s use of force is difficult to justify un-
der the Genocide Convention.

Third, the IC] held that if it does not indi-
cate provisional measures, that is, order ces-
sation of military action, there is a real and
imminent risk of irreparable harm to
Ukraine’s rights. This is because of the mag-
nitude of destruction that the ongoing war
has caused.

ICJ’s decision is binding on Russia and
constitutes part of its international legal ob-
ligations.

The end of denial

The truth of Kashmiri Pandits can coexist with all other truths. Listen to understand,
to lessen the pain, but not to fan the flames

THIS HAS COME after a long pause. Over the
last week, my mother — who has grappled
with hypertension for three decades — ex-
perienced plummeting blood pressure lev-
els. She’s reliving her memories of the 1990s
— the exodus, the struggle, the alienation and
humiliation from the people with whom we
sought shelter after our displacement from
Kashmir. The recent movie on the exodus of
the Kashmiri Pandits, The Kashmir Files, has
brushed against those wounds, even as she
refuses to watchiit, for she dreads that it will
make it worse for her.

Friends and acquaintances contacted me
after watching the movie. Eight years ago, a
friend in Delhi had told me in a dismissive
tone: “You feel deeply about the Kashmir is-
sue.” She called to say after watching it: “It's
raw, do not show it to your parents.”

My parents, like other displaced Kashmiri
Pandits, do not need to watch a movie to
know. They lived through it all — the ethnic
cleansing for being a religious minority, the
fear for their lives, the flight for safety, the
struggle to rebuild from scratch, the uncer-
tainty about the next meal, the focus on ed-
ucation despite the dire circumstances. The
resilience despite the turmoil.

Others ask if what is shown in the movie
is true — the rapes, the targeted killings, the
Kashmiri Muslim neighbour signalling that
a Kashmiri Pandit engineer was hiding in a
rice drum when terrorists came to kill, the
woman who was raped and then cut alive by
a mechanical saw, the bodies of a poet and
his son mutilated and hung from a tree,
Kashmiri Pandits, including infants, lined up
and shot dead by terrorists in Nadimarg.

Itis.

This is the truth which Kashmiri Pandits
have written about. In Kashmiri, there’s a
saying: Apuz chhu tul katur ti poz chhu aftab
(The lie is like frozen water, the truth is like
the sun. The lie is short-lived like frozen wa-
ter, and remains only as long as the truth is
hidden).

The truth is not just limited to the slogans
and the killings, it extends to the build-up of
animosity against the community long be-
fore the first prominent Kashmiri Pandit
killing in 1989. Accounts have been written
of the collapse and complicity of the politi-
cians, bureaucrats, police, armed forces, in-
telligence agencies and other organs of the
state machinery, many of whom are now de-
fensive despite being witnesses of the eth-
nic cleansing.

Kashmiri Pandits did not disappear into
the thin air. As hit-lists were curated and
pasted in public, as targeted killings and ex-
odus took place, as they had to shift to
shoddy accommodations and tents in inhu-
man conditions in the 1990s, they were not
considered human enough by any of the
governments.

Civil society failed to be civil. It stayed
silent. In fact, it went a step ahead to deny
the truth about Kashmiri Pandits. Many con-
tinue to do so till date.

[ was one year old in 1990. Growing up, I
would often scan news reports about us but
not to much avail. | would sit through movies

“based” on Kashmir, waiting for a mention
of Kashmiri Pandits. An insignificant terri-
tory to explore for mainstream filmmakers,
they would often be a fleeting reference. In
one such movie shot in Kashmir and released
in 2014 with a running time of 162 minutes,
Kashmiri Pandits had a mention: One line.

In the popular narrative, a Kashmiri
Pandit was always erudite. But the moment
they asserted their truth, they were labelled
“communal”, “victims who flaunt their vic-
timhood” and try to seek “revenge”.

Prominent “liberal columnists” sug-
gested Kashmiri Pandits had not suffered
enough, that they were not killed in large
enough numbers. In 2019, a columnist wrote
the word “camps” will be repeated ad nau-
seam to claim continuing victimhood. As re-
cently as last week, another wrote: “Memory
is not always reliable”.

Kashmiri Pandits would rush to explain.
The onus was on victims to produce proof.
Meanwhile, the killers of Kashmiri Pandits
got glorified as “messiahs”.

The void and denial of these 32 years
have brought Kashmiri Pandits to such a
point, where their internalised pain has
come to the surface in the form of outbursts,
as they see a movie as a medium of being
seen and heard. One may disagree with the
filmmaker’s politics, but it has come closest
to depicting the facts.

That even now the maker of the recent
film gets Y-grade security, when just five
months back several Kashmiri Pandit em-
ployees fled for their safety after the targeted
minority killings in Kashmir, speaks volumes
about our dismal rank in priorities, beyond
being used as political capital by the ruling
government. That many of these displaced
Kashmiri Pandits, who had returned for em-
ployment under the PM package, have still
not been provided the promised accommo-
dations tells us that the government needs
to take more measures, rather than simply
canvassing for a movie.

On their own, Kashmiri Pandits have at-
tempted to document and narrate their
truth of ethnic cleansing since the 1990s
through books, documentaries, websites.
Did you care to listen — without denials,

Kashmiriyat became a misnomer, without
even an acknowledgement of the truth, for-
get an apology.

An entire generation passed away yearn-
ing to return to their homeland, a generation
grew up not knowing what home means.
Three decades — that's the timeline. I cannot
bring back my nani (maternal grandmother),
who could speak only in Kashmiri and who
in her late years suffered memory loss, for-
getting the count of her own children, but
remembering every detail of her time in
Kashmir.

To the political leaders in Kashmir, who
are still issuing qualifying statements, I say:
“Kashmiri Pandits ‘nikal’ nahi gaye, ‘nikaale’
gaye (Kashmiri Pandits did not leave, they
were forced toleave)”. State the truth, so that
coming generations of Kashmir and this
country know this history should never get
repeated with any community.

Both sides suffered in Kashmir. Our truth
can coexist with all other truths. Listen to un-
derstand, to lessen the pain, but not to fan
the flames.

And for the man who stood up in a movie
hall inciting fellow moviegoers against
Muslim women and others issuing similar
statements, a few questions. With height-
ened polarisation, it’s easy to cite the
Kashmiri Pandit story to evoke hatred. But
what have the Pandits done in these 32 years:
Have they incited violence or called for re-
venge? Our grandparents and parents left be-
hind their homeland, without even thinking
of the consequences, to save their lives and
to protect the dignity of the “womenfolk”. We
picked up pens, not guns.

Equality as a whole

Time for gimmicks like ‘all-woman police stations’ has passed

ON MARCH 8, International Women’s Day, a
Commissioner of Police in Tamil Nadu ap-
pointed women police officers as “heads” of
police stations for a day. These officers held
the posts for precisely 24 hours. Getting him-
self photographed with them, the commis-
sioner said that it is “to recognise, honour, cel-
ebrate and cherish the role of women in our
uniformed services”.

Heis notalone in designing such inane su-
perfluities. Politicians in many states have cre-
ated “all-woman police stations” and looked
for glory,admiration and, of course, votes. You
cannot dupe citizens with gestures without
substance. Perhaps, some are gullible but ask
acitizen who had to travel 10 km to reach the
“all-woman police station” to seek redressal
when the nearest one was just next door. And
this is because the citizen is a woman.

Why can't we attend to her at the nearest
police station? Are we saying that male po-
lice officers are not sensitive enough to un-
derstand the grievance of a female victim?
That they do not have to be trained to inves-
tigate crimes against women? Most police
leaders feel that creating all-woman stations
is unjust to both male and female officers.
They give animpression that men in uniform
are uncaring, inconsiderate and insensitive
and that women officers are capable of deal-
ing with only crimes against women. And we
all know that it is not true.

Many police officers reacted strongly
against designating women as heads of po-

lice stations for a day. One officer said that “it's
time men stopped using women in uniform
for photo-ops. The commissioner’s intentions
may be honourable but he is unfortunately
ruled by his own socialisation”. About all-
woman police stations, an officer commented
that they “compartmentalise women officers
rather than give them the independence of
work”. Itis “a step in the reverse direction” be-
cause women officers are interested in all
kinds of police work, not just in women-re-
lated matters.

The first all-woman police station was cre-
ated in Chennai in the early 1990s, when there
were hardly any women in the police. It has
lost its relevance today, as most police forces
instates and Union territories have 30 per cent
orabove reservations for women. If police and
political leadership are sincere in their com-
mitment to the cause of women, they should
bring their number to the level of the pledged
percentage. As per the Bureau of Police
Research and Development, we have only
around 10 per cent women in the police. This
gap can be filled by conducting special recruit-
ment drives. It may surprise some that there
are around 25 per cent women in the Bihar
police, the highest among all states. It is fol-
lowed by Himachal Pradesh with around 19
per cent and Tamil Nadu at 18 per cent. Delhi
certainly needs to improve on its ratio of 12
per cent women. Among Union territories,
Chandigarh and Ladakh are doing well with
above 18 per cent women. Jammu and

Kashmir, among the lowest with about 3 per
cent women in the police, needs not only ur-
gentrecruitment drives but also sensitisation
ofits political and police leadership about this
dismal failure.

However, mere recruitment and induc-
tion of women will not suffice. These officers
have to be trained well in all police subjects
and deputed in both urban and rural police
stations. The inclination to post women poli-
cepersons in computer sections, counselling
cells, reception desks, etc needs to be discour-
aged. The creation of infrastructure like toi-
lets and changing rooms for women in police
stations is a crying need, as highlighted in a
study conducted by the Centre for Police
Research, Pune (2015-16) on ‘Gender
Friendliness of Maharashtra Police’. The
women officers who were contacted flagged
the need for more cooperation from their
male colleagues. They sought leadership
training and experience-sharing workshops
to sharpen their professional skills. They are
keen to lead police stations, divisions, zones,
districts and commissionarates — not foraday
but on tenure postings.

A greater number of women will change
the dynamics of the traditional, masculine
and authoritarian way that police stations
work. I can foresee some conflicts and adjust-
ments, which are a natural part of any social
change. For a smooth transition, training in
gender, respecting and cooperating with fe-
male colleagues must be an integral part of

basic police training. These topics also deserve
to be emphasised during refresher courses
and in-service workshops. A police station is
a cohesive unit and is crucial in providing
timely services to citizens. A change in its gen-
der profile shall not disrupt its functioning, if
the staff receives appropriate training and reg-
ular positive messages from leaders.
Hopefully, women will make police stations
more honest and transparent in their dealings
with citizens.

Women in uniform provide an extremely
powerful symbol of positive authority, confi-
dence, empowerment and social change. Let
us stop applauding “all-woman police sta-
tions”,a meaningless symbolic gesture thatis
regressive, both conceptually and in practice.
Instead, let us induct more women so that
each police station in the country has themin
adequate numbers to attend to all citizens, in-
cluding women victims and complainants.
And thatwomen'sissues are addressed at the
nearest police posts instead of their being sent
to specific ones.

The uniformis meant to help and assist all
citizens and not to discriminate amongst
them based on gender, caste, class or religion.
Therefore, it is high time that we discard futile,
populistic acts and become authentic in our
commitment to knowledgeable, skilled and
competent law enforcement.

BJP CMs implemented the Modi model of
governance, which focuses on tech-based
last-mile delivery of welfare schemes

AT THE OUTSET, Iwould like to compliment
my fellow karyakartas, party leaders and fel-
low chief ministers for the BJP’s spectacular
victory in the recently concluded assembly
polls.I have been asking myself what could
have led us to this historic victory.

The year 2014 has been a watershed mo-
ment in the history of Indian polity. A new
model of administrative structure and gov-
ernance that puts people at the heart of its
delivery was introduced that year. The out-
comes of the recently concluded assembly
elections are a testimony that the Modi
model of governance has provided a recipe
for the BJP’s success across the country.

The narrative constructed by opinion
makers that the Modi factor is a force to
reckon with only in the Lok Sabha elections
and does not have much of a relevance in
state polls has led to many miscalculations
by opposition parties. The myth of anti-in-
cumbency and caste-based experiments
have not worked for them: Voters voted
unanimously for governance and develop-
ment. These results have questioned the
conventional political wisdom and have de-
cisively debunked the petty politics that
does not have good governance at its core.

For the first time in many years, Uttar
Pradesh (after 37 years) and Uttarakhand
re-elected the party that ran the outgoing
government. No political pundit or strate-
gist could have predicted this electoral mir-
acle a few years ago.

So, what is this Modi model of gover-
nance? Having been a chief minister for the
last 10 months, I have been observing it from
close quarters, and striving to ensure its suc-
cess in Assam. This model is rooted in the
exceptional trust and affection people have
for the prime minister. And this is inspired
by the principles of cooperative federalism,
wherein the state government works in
complete sync with the Prime Minister’s
Office and other central ministries to ensure
high precision last-mile delivery of the
prime minister’s flagship schemes. The dou-
ble-engine governance model enables states
to complement the Centre in ensuring the
implementation of schemes. This is turning
out to be a game changer.

Take the case of Uttar Pradesh — 2.5
crore farmers benefited from PM-Kisan (23
per cent of all farmers beneficiaries came
from UP), 1.5 crore cylinders under PM-
Ujjwala were given in UP (17 per cent of all
India numbers), over 10 lakh houses were
built under PM Awas Yojana, over 1.3 crore
Ayushman Bharat cards were distributed
and over 15 crore people got free ration un-
der PM Garib Kalyan Yojana. In Manipur,
over 22 lakh people received free ration un-
der PM Garib Kalyan Yojana and over 60,000
houses were built under PM Awas Yojana.
These numbers are evidence of successful

governance. The specific focus of the prime
minister to turn states in the Northeast and
the coast into centres of growth has also
been instrumental in Goa and Manipur
reposing their faith in BJP governments.

Since 2014, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi has invested a lot of his focus and en-
ergy in certain schemes which, collectively,
will ensure holistic development and
poverty eradication with the household as
the basic unit. Be it the success of the aspi-
rational districts programme leading to the
aspirational block programme or the Jal
Jeevanmission or building toilets across the
country, the focus towards taking the most
vulnerable population alongside in the jour-
ney towards a new Indiais evident. Thisap-
proachiis the soul of the Modi model of gov-
ernance which goes beyond just service
delivery and creates a direct interface with
the Indian citizen. The model could be clos-
est to a welfare model that has streamlined
the delivery of specific benefits to the poor-
est sections of the society through extensive
use of technology, such as the JAM (Jan
Dhan-Aadhaar-Mobile) trinity. The tech-
based approach has also enabled a pilfer-
age-free service delivery mechanism, un-
like during the UPA government.
Metaphorically, Modi’s governance model
is an extension to his radio show, Mann ki
Baat, wherein he directly connects to his
people.

Going further, all the schemes which
emanate from this model — PM Ujjwala, PM
Kisan, Jan Dhan, NREGA, PM Awas,
Ayushman Bharat and PM Garib Kalyan —
have been successfully implemented in each
of the states that the BJP won in these elec-
tions. Many of these schemes are financed
by the Centre but implemented at the state
level. Their success can happen only when
the chief minister’s office works in close co-
ordination with the PMO. As chief minister,
my responsibility is to ensure that all the
schemes prioritised by the PM reach the in-
tended beneficiaries.

The 2022 CSDS post-poll survey reports
that voters in the five states that had elec-
tions rated PM Garib Kalyan Yojana, PM
Kisan, PM Ujjwala, Jan Dhan and Ayushman
Bharat as some of the most effective govern-
ment schemes. The findings also showed
thatalarge number of beneficiaries of these
schemes, particularly the PM Garib Kalyan
Yojana, voted for the BJP. These findings are
not surprising to BJP karyakartas — however,
for others, it does indicate how the Modi
model can neutralise anti-incumbency or
negative propaganda.

The key lesson for political watchers is
that unwarranted confrontation with the
PMO or deliberately sabotaging central gov-
ernment schemes will not yield electoral
success. Punjab is a case in point. Voters in
New India are demanding, they want devel-
opment, not drama. And development in
New India is last-mile delivery. For that the
entire state machinery has to be galvanised.

As we celebrate Azadi ka Amrit
Mahotsav with a vision to make India once
again the “vishwa guru”, we must remem-
ber that we can achieve the goal only if we
strive together. The Modi model seems to
do that.

“Among the four persons ar-
rested, two were named in the
FIR. The accused were identified
through avideo of the incident,”

Police (Mathura) Martand
Prakash Singh said.

Police also said that no beef
was found in the vehicle and
added that Amir was carrying
bones of dead animals to a fac-
tory in Sikandra Rao in Hathras.

A resident of the area,
Ramesh Balmiki, has got the li-
cence from the district admin-
istration to dispose of dead ani-
mals, said the ASP.

Haryana passes Bill against
conversion, Cong walks out

Provision of imprisonment of one to five years; fine of not less than Rs 1 lakh

AMID PROTESTS by the Congress
and even a walkout, the Haryana
Assembly on Tuesday passed the
Haryana Prevention of Unlawful
Conversion of Religious Bill, 2022.
The government says the Bill is
aimed at preventing religious
conversions “through force, un-
due influence or allurement”
while former Chief Minister
Bhupinder Singh Hooda said such
alawwouldlead toanincreasein
the domesticdisputesin the cases
of inter-religion marriages.
According to the Bill, the onus
of proof lies with the accused. If
conversion is done by allurement,
use of force, fraudulent means of
coercion, then there is a provision
of imprisonment of one to five
yearsandafineof notlessthanRs
1 lakh. Similar Bills in the recent
past have been passed in BJP-
ruled states including Himachal

Haryana CM Manohar Lal
Khattar at a press meet on
Tuesday. Kamleshwar Singh

Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh.

The Opposition Congress
termed the proposed legislation
as a political agenda adding the
move would deepen the com-
munal divide while Chief
Minister Manohar Lal Khattar
said that the Bill is aimed at in-
stilling fear among those who
commit crimes.

The Bill, which was tabled in
the Assembly on March 4, was
taken up for consideration
Tuesday. Congress MLA Raghuvir
Singh Kadian said that this Bill

smacks of divisive politics adding
thatsuchalawis notin the inter-
est of future generations. He also
referred to the displacement of
lakhs of people during the
Partition while urging the gov-
ernment to refer the Bill to the
Select Committee of Vidhan
Sabha for its examination.

But Khattar said: “A person
can change religion as per his
own free will, but it will not be
allowed to happen to anyone
forcibly. Action will be taken
against such people if they con-
vert religion by deceit or by giv-
ing any kind of greed. The pur-
pose of this Bill is to control
forced religious conversion.”

On the other hand, former

Hoodainsisted that there was no
need to bring a fresh law adding
there are already provisions in
the law to deal with cases of
forcible conversions, if any.

Muslim man donates land worth
Rs 2.4 crore for temple in Bihar

A MUSLIM petroleum trans-
porter donated 71 decimal (one
decimal is 100th part of an acre)
land worth Rs 2.4 crore for the
upcoming Virat Ramayana tem-
ple near Kesaria in East
Champaran. The Rs 500-crore
project, which will be the biggest
Ramayana temple in the world,
is being developed on 125-acre
land by Mahavir Mandir Trust.
Ishtiag Ahmed Khan, who has
over 30 acres land in East
Champaran, told The Indian
Express that he donated the land
after coming to know that the
temple trust was struggling with
the land acquisition. “When
Mahavir Mandir Trust secretary
Kishore Kunal started the process
of land acquisition, the high land
cost came in the way. Since the
project is coming up in my back-
yard,Idecided to donate theland.”

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Khan’s relatives sold 7-acre
land for the project at a price
cheaper than the market rate.
The trust has so far acquired 103
acres and needs 20 acres more.
The temple is likely to be com-
pleted by January 2025. A single-
piece granite Shivalingam is be-
ing carved out at
Mahabalipuram and it will reach
East Champaran in six months.

Mahavir Mandir Trust secre-
tary and former IPS officer Kishore
Kunal said: “We are deeply
touched by Khan's gesture. At a
time when circle rate is Rs 4 lakh
per katha (2,040 square feet), he
decided to donate the land.”

He also appreciated other
Muslim families who sold their

land at Rs 25,000 to Rs 60,000
per katha (over last five years) to
the Trust.

“As Ram-Janaki Path (from
Ayodhya to Janakpur)is crossing
through the Virat Ramayana
Temple site, the Central govern-
ment has been giving compen-
sation of Rs 16 lakh per katha.
Khan would have easily got Rs
2.4 crore for the land he do-
nated,” said Kunal.

Kunal added: “Hindu families,
too, have donated about 15 acres
land for the temple. We are grate-

ful to them as well.”
He said the temple, which s
being modelled on

Rameshwram theme, would be
270-foot high, 540-foot wide
and 1,080-foot long. The main
33-foot idol will be of Lord
Rama worshipping Lord Shiva.
In all, there will be 14 temples
and four ashrams depicting
journey of Lord Rama. There
will also be temples of Lord
Krishna and Sun God.

ing in the Documentary Feature
category at the Oscars.

Khabar Lahariya's statement,
which came a week ahead of the
94th Academy Awards on
Monday, says the film “eclipses”
their work of over 20 years and
captures only a part of their story
—“and part stories have a way of
distorting the whole sometimes”.

The women-led media col-
lective acknowledged the film as
“powerful and moving”. But it
added that the documentary’s

2 DMK workers,
4 minors among
8 held for Dalit
woman’s rape

CHENNAI,MARCH 22

EIGHT PEOPLE, including four
minors and two DMK members,
allegedly sexually exploited and
raped a 22-year-old Dalit
woman for more than a year in
Tamil Nadu’s Virudhunagar dis-
trict, police said Tuesday. They
were arrested and remanded in
police custody on Monday night,
with the minors being sent to a
correctional facility.

According to police, the Dalit
Christian woman was trapped
by a 27-year-old man. The man
allegedly shared her private
videos with seven of his friends
— two of them, excluding the
minors, are DMK members.

The police FIR said the ac-
cused first shared the videos
with three people, including two
minors aged 17 and 15. Using the
video, three of them then sexu-
ally exploited her, threatening
that they would post the video
on Facebook. A 37-year-old man
also sexually exploited her with
the same video, saying he would
show it to her mother.

A senior officer probing the
case said the sexual torture by
different people happened for
about a year. “It was not gang
rape, but different people who
sourced the same video from her
ex-lover were exploiting her. She
was forced to approach police as
many of them started coming
back with threats again seeking
sexual favours,” the officer said.

The accused have been
booked under Sections 376(2)(n)
(Rape), 354(c) (Voyeurism),
354(D) (Stalking) of the Indian

The two girls —aged 16and 17
years — daughters of a Jaipur-
based advocate went missing on
February 3.

“On February 3,1 dropped my
daughters to school around 9 am.

On February 3, after the girls
went missing, the family regis-
tered an FIR at the Mahesh Nagar
police stationin Jaipur under sec-
tions 363 (punishment for kid-
napping)and 366-A (procuration

of minor girl).
“Till date, the police haven’t
questioned the school

director...the licence of the school
too hasn’t been cancelled. We
have met the CM and the DGPbut
we still have no clue about the
whereabouts of my daughters.
Today, the Jaipur police commis-
sioner gave us assurance that the
girls will be brought back soon,”
said the father.

Police said that so far no evi-
dence has been found that sug-
gests involvement of any third
person.

TO SENSITISE people from rural
Maharashtra about family planning, for
the first time, Maharashtra has included
amold of a phallus in its family planning
counseling kit. But this has backfired as
many ASHAs (accredited social health ac-
tivist), who are responsible for counsel-
ing couples with the phallus sample, are
facing the heat due to stigmatisation.

The ASHAs in Maharashtra conduct
door-to-door counseling on family plan-
ning that includes educational discussion
about sterilisation, sex, birth control and
fertilisation among others.

So far, the discussions were being held
with the help of pamphlets and booklets
with pictorial presentations. But now, for
the first time, the public health depart-
ment has added two tools for more prac-
tical representational purposes — areplica
of the uterus and a mould of phallus.

“The kit is being wused for
the time being... When ASHAs go in the

field, this (kit) helps
to demonstrate the usage. It is included
along with other family planning meth-
ods. This is especially important for
newly-married couples who need much
more awareness,” said Dr Archana Patil,
head of Directorate of Health Service.

“Through the tools, the ASHAs can
also demonstrate the process of wearing
condoms,” she added.

But this initiative has turned into an
embarrassment for the ASHAs.

Most ASHAs operate in their own vil-
lages where they know the people.
According to them, working with the
replicais embarrassing as they often have
to face unwanted insults.

“Earlier, we used to counsel couples
with pictures. But now, as soon as we take
out the mold, the family members, espe-
cially the men, take offence. They claim
we are corrupting their wives,” said an
ASHA from Some men from the villages
have complained about the replica,
which s apparently providing a “false im-
pression of phallus” to the newly-wed

women.

Karan Singh son
Vikramaditya
quits Cong, cites
its ‘disconnect’
with J&K

IN A setback for the Congress in
Jammu and Kashmir,
Vikramaditya Singh, the son of
veteran party leader Dr Karan
Singh, resigned from its primary
membership Tuesday.

In his resignation letter to
Congress president Sonia
Gandbhi, Vikramaditya said: “Itis
my belief that the INC is unable
to realise and reflect the senti-
ments and aspirations of the
people of Jammu and Kashmir.”

He also tweeted, “My posi-
tion on critical issues vis-a-vis
Jammu & Kashmir which reflect
national interests do not align
with that of the Congress Party,”
adding that the Congress “re-
mains disconnected with
ground realities”.

Though he had not been ac-
tive politically for some time,
Vikramaditya’s resignation came
as a jolt to the Congress, espe-
ciallyin the Jammu region, as he
is the son of Dr Karan Singh and
the grandson of Maharaja Hari
Singh, the last Dogra ruler of un-
divided Jammu and Kashmir.

When contacted,
Vikramaditya, 57, told The Indian
Express that the Congress had
lost “all connection with the peo-
ple on the ground”.

“I had suggested to the high
command for certain changes in
the organisation, but there was
no response. It was unable to re-
alise and reflect the aspirations
of people at both the national
level and in Jammu and
Kashmir,” he said. Elaborating, he
referred to issues, such as the
Indian Air Force (IAF)'s strikes in
Pakistan’s Balakote following the
terror attack on the CRPF convoy
in Pulwama, abrogation of
Articles 370 and 35-A, and delim-
itation of the J&K Assembly and
the Lok Sabha constituencies.

He refrained from spelling out
his future plans, but sources said
he may join the BJPas his younger
brother Yuvraj Ajatshatru is al-
ready with the saffron party.

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THE PUNJAB government’s decision to dis-
play a likeness of Bhagat Singh — based on
apainting by one Amar Singh — rather than
any of the revolutionary’s four available au-
thentic photographs at its offices is illustra-
tive of the approach taken over the years by
India’s governments towards the hero who
was hanged by the British on this day,
March 23, ninety years ago.

The image — and imagery — that is fre-
quently invoked on social media and in po-
litical discourse derives from certain ro-
manticised stereotypes rooted in the
folklore around the unparalleled bravery
and fearlessness of Bhagat Singh, who was
only 23 when he gave his life for the nation.

Pre-independence: Mixed signals

From 1929, when he was arrested and
jailed, to 1931, news and pictures of Bhagat
Singh — his statements in court and hunger
strikes for better prison conditions — were
published widely in newspapers in multiple
languages across India. And yet, after his ex-
ecution, Bhagat Singh’s own writings were
allowed to slip into oblivion.
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Between 1931 and 1936, at least 200
pieces of writing, including nearly 100 books
in Hindi, Tamil, Urdu, English, Punjabi, and
otherlanguages — many of them written by
Bhagat Singh’s comrades and contempo-
raries, and individuals who knew him per-
sonally — were proscribed. Some of these
writers were penalised; Jitendra Nath
Sanyal, who was acquitted in the Lahore
Conspiracy Case, was jailed for two years for
writing Bhagat Singh’s biography.

The first major personality to eulogise
Bhagat Singh was EV Ramasamy Naicker,
founder of the anti-Brahminical Self-
Respect Movement, who wrote an editorial
in the March 29, 1931 issue of his journal
KudiArasu. Months later, Periyar got Bhagat
Singh’s seminal 1930 essay ‘Why I am an
Atheist’ published in the September 27,
1931 issue of The People of Lahore. A trans-
lation in Tamil, by P Jeevanandham, was
published in Kudi Arasu in 1934.

DrBRAmbedkar wrote a mild editorialin
his Marathi newspaper Janta at the time,and
prominent leaders of the national move-
ment, including Gandhi, Nehru, Sardar Patel,
Subhas Bose, and Madan Mohan Malviya
paid tributes through press statements.

CUET & India’s campuses

Application forms for the Common University Entrance Test for central universities will be available from
April. How many students will it impact, and in which courses? A look at the scale of India’s UG education.

FROM THE academic session 2022-23,admis-
sion to undergraduate programmes in all 45
central universities in the country will take
place through a common entrance test. Given
the pool of undergraduate students in the
country —over 3 crore were enrolled in various
higher education institutes in 2019-20 — the
move will have awide impact on how they get
into central universities, especially those that
relied on Board marks.

On Tuesday, the University Grants
Commission (UGC) issued a public notice on
the proposed Common University Entrance
Test(CUET), for which application forms will be
available in the first week of April. Even state,
private and deemed-to-be universities are free
toadopt the CUET, which will be conducted in
13 languages: Hindi, Marathi, Gujarati, Tamil,
Telugu, Kannada, Malayalam, Urdu, Assamese,
Bengali, Punjabi, Odia and English.

Alook at the scale of India’s undergradu-
ate level education in terms of enrolment, in-
stitutions and courses:

How many students are enrolled at the
undergraduate level in India?

According to the AllIndia Survey of Higher
Education (AISHE) 2019-20, out of 3.85 crore
students enrolled in alllevels of higher educa-
tion in India, 3.06 crore, or 79.5%, were at the
undergraduate level, followed by postgradu-
ate, with43.1 lakh students or 11.2% (Chart 1).

For now, admissions to postgraduate
courses are not mandated to be held underany
common entrance.

Enrolment has been growing over the
years. Atundergraduate level, it has risen from
2.74 crore in 2015-16 to 3.06 crore in 2019-20,
and at PG level, from 39 lakh to 43 lakh. (Chart
2 shows growth across levels.) The next AISHE
reportislikely to capture the impact of the pan-
demic on enrolment.

Atotal of 96.56 lakh students were pursu-
ing BA in 2019-20; 47.1% of them were male
and 52.9% female.

Russia's defense ministry has
accused Kyiv, without providing
evidence, of planning a chemical
attack against its own people in
order to accuse Moscow of using
chemical weapons in the invasion
of Ukraine that began on Feb. 24.

Biden on Monday also urged
US companies to make sure their
digital doors are locked tight be-
cause of “evolving intelligence”
thatRussiais considering launch-
ing cyberattacks against critical in-
frastructure targets as the war in
Ukraine continues.

Biden said the administration
has issued “new warnings that,
based on evolving intelligence,
Russia may be planning a cyber-
attackagainst us...

Ukraine retakes key Kyiv suburb
as more bombs strike Mariupol

UKRAINE SAID it retook a strate-
gically important suburb of Kyiv
on Tuesday, while its forces bat-
tled Russian attempts to occupy
the encircled port city of Mariupol.

Civilians fleeing Mariupol said
the citywas under relentless bom-
bardment, with block after block
of destroyed buildings and corpses
in the streets. But the Kremlin's
ground offensive in other parts of
the country advanced slowly or
not at all, knocked back by lethal
Ukrainian hit-and-run attacks.

Explosions and bursts of gun-
fire shook Kyiv, and heavy ar-
tillery fire could be heard from
the northwest, where Russia has
sought to encircle and capture
several suburban areas of the
capital, a crucial target.

10,000 Russian soldiers had
been killed. The report was
quickly removed, and the news-
paper blamed hackers. The
Kremlin refused to comment.

Two teachers killed
at school in Sweden,

TWOTEACHERS were killed at a
high school in Malmo in south-
ern Sweden, and a student was
arrested on suspicion of murder,
the police said Tuesday.

The police found both vic-
tims, two women in their 50s, in-
jured at Malmo Latin School late
Monday, after getting a report of
an attack there, Petra Stenkula,
the head of the Malmo police,
said.

Swedish news media re-
ported that the attacker had
been carrying an axe, a knife and
ahammer, but Stenkula said po-
lice were still waiting for a foren-
sic examination to determine
the weapon used.

A judge also ruled that
Navalny would have to pay a
fine of 1.2 million rubles
(about $11,500). Navalny can
appeal the ruling.

Navalny, whois already serv-
ing 2% years in a penal colony
east of Moscow, had been ac-
cused of embezzling money that
he and his foundation raised
over the years and of insulting a
judge during a previous trial.

The politician has rejected
the allegations as politically
motivated. It wasn’t immedi-
ately clear whether Navalny is
expected to serve this sentence
concurrently with his current
one or on top of it, and which
maximum security facility he
will be transferred to and when.

Navalny’s Twitter account
responded: “(Nine) years. Well,
as the characters of my favorite
TV series The Wire used to say:

We are seeing through our think-
ingof Atmanirbhar Bharat that we
should not depend on Indian in-
ternet being controlled or influ-
enced by these big tech platforms
alone,” Chandrasekhar said.

Such actions by companies,
countries and big tech platforms,
which have taken “positions that
are very partisan”,are resulting in
a“splinter-net”, he added.

“Two phenomenon are very
visible: one is weaponisation of
the internet of which we were aw-
areof in some sense. The second is
the phenomenon of the splinter-
net. The internet is increasingly
being splintered, driven by power
of some Western countries. These
platforms have now become
dominant and in the event of a
conflict between two sovereigns,
they are being weaponised and
there are no laws that would pre-
vent this,” Chandrasekhar said.

Markets jump over 1%
on Ukraine truce hopes

for most part of the day, do-
mestic markets on Tuesday
shot up over 1 per cent in the
last hour of trade on positive
global cues.

Since the Russian invasion of
Ukraine began on February 24,
companies, countries, Big Tech
platforms and intermediaries
have announced a slew of sanc-
tions which have either stopped

or cut off services being provided
by them to Russia and its citizens.
Some of these measures include
stoppage of payment services, re-
fusal by intermediaries to operate
in Russia and not allowing their
citizens to post.

“It is disturbing that internet
intermediaries aren’t doing
enough to combat cybercrime
and hacking attacks. The use of
sanctions to cut offaccess tointer-
netis disturbing, It is quite a trou-
bling precedent. These recent
events strengthen India’s case for
data localisation, national cham-
pions, resilient internet network
architecture, native open APIs (ap-
plication programming interface)
and a strong cyber security com-
mand centre,” Chandrasekhar
told The Indian Express.

“Itisvalidating our thinking in
terms of a new digital law, the
need foradatagovernance frame-
work. We will basically create a
framework which will have the
data protection law, a digital law
and other cyber security statutes.
Architecturally, we want to build
the cyberspace jurisprudence
rather than doing it piecemeal or
incatch up mode,” he added.

The actions by Big Tech com-
panies and intermediaries also vi-
olate basic principles of net neu-
trality and basic idea of openness
of internet as they have now be-
come “gatekeepers”, he said.

“The platforms are now con-
trolling the access to the internet
in many ways, be it through mo-
nopolies of search engines, duop-
olies of app stores, or devices.”

In 2015, Chandrasekhar had
written to then telecom minister
Ravi Shankar Prasad, urging him
that the telecom ministry com-
mittee, which was then formed to
lookinto the Net Neutrality issue,
must take a “holistic 360 degree
approach” before coming to any
final conclusion on the matter.

Earlier in 2013, it was on
Chandrasekhar’s public interest
litigation that the Supreme Court
had struck down section 66A of
the Information Technology Act.

These Big Tech companies,
which initially rallied on govern-
ment support to become the be-
hemoths that they are today, are
now presiding over splinter-net
and the balkanisation of internet
by imposing sanctions on coun-
tries, he further said.

HC allows Invesco plea against order on ZEE EGM

Mumbai: The Bombay High Court
on Tuesday allowed an appeal
filed by Invesco Developing Mark-
ets Fund against a single-judge or-
der granting interim injunctionon
holding an extraordinary general
meeting (EGM) of Zee
Entertainment Enterprises (ZEE)
to remove its CEO Punit Goenka.

Adivision bench of Justices S]
Kathawalla and Milind Jadhav,
while quashing and setting aside
the single-judge order of October

Invesco is the single-largest

shareholder of ZEE with a 17.88
per cent stake. A ZEE spokesper-
son said the company will take
“required steps in accordance
with the law” and in the best in-
terest of its stakeholders.

Legal observers said that ZEE
will certainly appeal against the
order.

Niranjan was the ‘reserve direc-
tor'inatleast three firms setupin
the BVI by his Dubai-based son,
records in the Pandora Papers
showed. The BVI Business
Companies Act provides for the
nomination of a reserve director
to act in the event of the death of
the sole director of a company.

Records of Trident Trust Com-
pany showed that Darshan set up
at least 25 companies as a direc-
tor and The Solitaire Trust as the
settlor in the BVI between 2006
and 2008. In subsequent years,
the shareholding of these compa-
nies were transferred to The
Solitaire Trust, which had assets
of over $60 million by May 2017.

WING-CHAIR might be a better descriptor
for what learning to race around in a wheel-
chair did to Geeta Chouhan's confidence: it
helped her fly from the literal corner of her
home where she was expected to sit quietly
all day, into a world of superhero champions
insport.

Earlier this month, five wheelchair bas-
ketball (Wheeler) teams, invited by Project
Mumbai, played at the sport's spiritual cen-
tre in Mumbai - the Mastan Nagpada
grounds, that hidden gem of the city where
everyone in the neighbourhood is a connois-
seur of the game having watched Abbas
Muntasir fly as playmaker. And where the
rookie able-bodied player, Mushtaq, mar-
velled at how Wheelers played at a frenetic
pace and shot down baskets after getting off
from specially-designed vehicle rampways
that reminded him of being "3D Terminator
maafik[like]." For those like Geeta, the echo-
ing applause of Nagpada would mean a
world of appreciation, a far cry from their ini-
tial struggles of acceptance.

Beating polio and patriarchy
After she was struck by polio at age 5,
Geeta's family - a father who stayed furious
at her and older brothers who preferred she
satinacorner and didn't come in their way -
had all but hidden her from view. They had

noticed her condition only after she didn't
walk for close to four months, and chose to
ignore her presence altogether thereafter. "In
our caste in UP, girls don't really study or go
out and work. But I reached Class 10 some-
how. Brothers would say, ‘you are getting food
to eat twice a day, then why do you need to
step out?’ They feared they'll be laughed at
because of me. But | wanted to prove hum
useless cheezein nahi hai [we are not useless
things]. The moment I saw someone play bas-
ketball on a wheelchair,  knew I wanted to
do this,"” Geeta recalls.

For someone who wanted to join the
army asa child, ithad been
tough when her family
pinned her to one corner,
and when neighborhood
childrenrefused toeven let

medal for our country will be the next best
thing for us,” she says.

Surendra Kasare, a BMC worker, recalls
his accident on a slippery road when his bike
skidded and a bus left him crushed, and
bound to a wheelchair. Basketball at the Sion
hospital centre gave him hope, as did his
mother's frantic efforts to keep him alive.
"We lived in the slums. I used to fix potholes
and unclog drains for the BMC before the ac-
cident, which left me paralysed in the lower
body. You know, many youth victims of acci-
dents contemplate suicide. Just the bedsores
early on can push you to the edge. But I told
myself I have one life only. My mother who
works as a househelp helped me stay alive. I
had to do something with this chance.”

At 24, he plunged into wheelchair bas-
ketball, but mere inspiration is just the start.
"I lost sensation in my lower limbs. In such
scenarios, you have to be careful withinjuries
because you might not feel the pain, but
wounds can get nasty," Kasure says.

Earthquake to taking up sport

Dinkle Shah works with arenowned con-
sultancy, and then rushes to train for her
Wheelers training, where she plays defense.
"Keeping opponents to low scores is like a
top-of-the-world feeling," she says. Atage 5
in the Bhuj earthquake of 2001, Dinkle was
found amidst debris by her family, severely

bleeding from her head. The spine impact
went unnoticed and she was restricted to a
wheelchair. "We had gone for a family func-
tion to Bhuj from Bombay then. There were
tragic scenes all-round. [ had passed out from
injury and didn't get treatment for nine hours.
Lost memory, and was in ICU for weeks,"
Dinkle recalls.

It was post-recovery that she found life
toughest. "Life turned upside down for me
and my family. I struggled to study, as 10-11
schools rejected me just because I would be
added responsibility. But mostly, wherever I
went all eyes used to be on me," she recalls.
Not very kind eyes. "It was traumatic.” By the
time she pursued MBA, colleges had gotten
more sensitive, and a rampway was built by
her principal.

Shishir Joshi, co-founder and chief execu-
tive of Project Mumbai, says children as young
as 8 are now beginning to train for wheelchair
basketball, and is now looking to appoint full-
time physios and counsellors for the
Wheelers, with the ultimate target being rep-
resenting India at the Paralympics. "By raising
awareness, we want at least 1000 wheelchair
basketball players in India. The atmosphere
at Nagpada was electric, and they loved
watching the Wheelers play. I'm sure support
in all forms, with tech and other resources,
will pour in," he stresses. For anyone that
knows Nagpada basketball, those are the
toughest spectators to please. And ona March
weekend, they watched wing-chairs take
flight.

Nadal out for six
weeks with rib
stress fracture

RAFAELNADAL has suffered a stress fracture
in his rib and will
be out for up to six
weeks, the
Spaniard's team
said on Tuesday.

Nadal, the
winner of 21
Grand Slam sin-
gles titles, com-
plained of a chest
issue during his
run to the final of
the ATP 1000
event in Indian Wells, California last week.

Upon his arrival in Spain on Tuesday,
Nadal visited his medical team in Barcelona
for tests which revealed "a stress fracture of
the third left costal arch™.

This is not good news and I did not expect
this,” Nadal said in a statement sent by his
team.

"I'm disappointed and sad because after
a good start to the season I was coming to a
very important part of the year with very
good feelings and good results.

"I have always had that spirit of fighting
and ...I will... work hard (for) my recovery."

Nadal's injury occurred during his three-
set semi-final victory over teenaged compa-
triot Carlos Alcaraz but he still played the fi-
nal in which he went down to American
Taylor Fritz - his first loss in the season after
20 consecutive wins.

His doctor said that the 35-year-old will
be out of action for "four to six weeks", ruling
him out of next month's Monte Carlo
Masters and putting doubts over his partic-
ipationin the ATP 1000 events in Madrid and
Rome in May.

The French Open, the year's second ma-
jor at Roland Garros where Nadal has won a
record 13 titles, is scheduled to start from
May 22.

Nadal started the 2022 season unpre-
pared and with uncertainty looming over
him due to a foot problem that forced him to
miss a chunk of the 2021 season including
Wimbledon, the Olympics and the U.S. Open.

After suffering a bout of COVID-19 before
arriving in Melbourne in January, Nadal said
he had even considered retiring when the
foot problem that has troubled him through-
out his career resurfaced last year.

But that did not stop the left-handed
player from Mallorca from winning three
consecutive titles in 2022, including the
Australian Open that helped him to increase
his major Grand Slam haul to 21 and take sole
ownership of the men's record he had pre-
viously shared with Novak Djokovic and
Roger Federer.

Rest of the world falls in line

Most of the other boards started by taking an adversarial approach to IPL, but realised subsequently that not releasing players could be to their own detriment

OVER THE years, overseas cricketers have
played a major role in making the Indian
Premier League whatitis. Be it Chris Gayle, AB
de Villiers or Lasith Malinga, the foreign stars
have pulled in fans and entertained them with
their exploits. We take alook at the availability
of overseas players this IPL season, with one
cricket board after the other making way in
their national team’s schedule to accommo-
date the lucrative T20 league.

ENGLAND

Dimitri Mascarenhas was the only England
player in the inaugural IPL in 2008. Talks be-
tween the Board of Control for Cricket in India
(BCCI) and the England and Wales Cricket
Board (ECB) over releasing marquee English
players for the IPL had been fruitless. The ECB
wanted reciprocal access to Indian stars forits
ownT20 league. Mascarenhas was able to get
adeal as he wasn'’t contracted to the ECB and
his county Hampshire agreed toalimited par-
ticipation arrangement that, in the words of its
chairman Rod Bransgrove, took “into account
the realities of the situation.” It would be a
while before the ECB would wake up and ac-
knowledge that the situation had irrevocably
changed. Even as some of the leading lights of
world cricket headed to India, England wel-
comed New Zealand for a three-Test series, two
games of which ran parallel to the IPL in May
2008. At the same time, Australia travelled to
the West Indies for a Test series that also
clashed with the IPL.

Mascarenhas featured in just one game for
Rajasthan Royals in IPL 2008. In the IPL 2022
auction, 11 England players were bought by
franchises, in addition to two that were re-
tained. The IPL still got blamed by some in
England for their latest Ashes debacle, and Ben
Stokes made the call to skip the auction to fo-
cuson hisred-ball game. But such rare individ-
ual decisions aside, for a while now, as England
white-ball captain Eoin Morgan had acknowl-
edgedin2020, “We are using the IPLas a vehi-
cle to try and grow players.”

England’s is a particularly relevant case;
their cricket season, along with West Indies’,
coincides with the IPL, and unlike West Indies,
they have had the clout to keep some of their
key players away from the IPL. But even the
once mighty ECB has had to give in.

This year, for instance, England have noth-
ing scheduled for April and May. Their Test se-
ries with West Indies ends on March 28, just
two days after the start of the IPL. Their next
assignment is a home Test series against New
Zealand starting June 2; the IPL ends on May
29.Jonny Bairstow is the only IPL 2022 partic-
ipant who is part of the England Test squad in
the West Indies, and is likely to miss the first
three games for Punjab Kings.

“I fully respect the IPL as a tournament.
They're at the forefront of the T20 game. It's
been a really important tournament for the
skill development of some of our players, so
it'simportant not to underestimate that going
forward,” Australia selection chair George
Bailey said last month, echoing Morgan’s sen-
timents.

Bailey was speaking while announcing
Australia’s squad for their ongoing Pakistan
tour. Despite Bailey’s vote of confidence,
though, Cricket Australiawon’t be releasing its
contracted players for the IPL while the na-
tional teamis playing, irrespective of whether
the player in question is part of the Australian
squad thatis in action or not.

The Test leg of Australia’s tour of Pakistan
ends this week before the start of the IPL but
the limited-overs leg will go on till April 5. Six
IPL-bound players - Aaron Finch, Nathan Ellis,
Sean Abbott, Marcus Stoinis, Jason Behrendorff
and Mitchell Marsh - are part of the Australian
white-ball team in Pakistan,and won't be avail-
able for the first two weeks of the league.

Pat Cummins, Josh Hazlewood and David
Warner - all in the Test squad - do not have to
do limited-overs duty in Pakistan but will still
not be able to turn out for their franchises un-
til the Pakistan tour ends because of the CA di-
rective. The same applies to the soon-to-be-
married Glenn Maxwell, who is also
contracted to the Australian board.

Once the Australian contingent arrives in

India, itis set to stay for the duration of the IPL
as Australia’s next assignment, a tour of Sri
Lanka, is only in June.

SOUTH AFRICA

Cricket South Africa has had an arrange-
ment to release its players for the IPL. But the
window having expanded to include 74 games
this season, the Bangladesh home series that
stretches until April 12 became a test of loyalty
for the South African IPL stars, according to cap-
tain Dean Elgar.

Again, West Indies have the largest over-
seas contingent at the IPL with as many as 14
players bought and three retained. But only
three of them - Kyle Mayers, Jason Holder and
Alzarri Joseph - are on duty for the England
Testsending on March 28, meaning they won't
miss more than a couple of games for their
franchises.

The T20I leg of England’s visit, which in-
volved the likes of Kieron Pollard and Nicholas
Pooran among other IPL stars, was completed
backin January.

Lack of depth in
bowling could haunt them yet again.

WHAT'S NEXT?

Besides all their structural concerns,
they have always lacked an inspiring
leader, and it has not benefited them
that they have kept changing captains.
Mayank Agarwal, the latest in the line,
the 13th tolead the franchise in 14 sea-
sons, has thus inherited a crown of
thrones. He comes with little experi-
ence in leading his domestic side, and
probably would have to learn the ropes
onthe go. A tough taskis for him to steer
them into the knockouts, though it
would be a small achievement if they
are to finish at a better spot than in the
lasttwoyears (sixth out of eight teams).

AN INCONSISTENT India kept their semi-final hopes alive with a comfort-
able 110-run victory over Bangladesh in Hamilton. India registered a com-
prehensive win on a sluggish surface at the Seddon Park, but they were far

from at their dominant best.

The heavy fluctuations in the batting performance were again a con-
cern as they only managed 229 for 7 in their allotted 50 overs after Mithali
Raj opted to bat first. Yes, the pitch was used a day before for a Pakistan and
WestIndies tie. It was low and slow, but the way Indian batters threw away
their wickets, was outrageous. One of the reasons why India find them-
selves in a tricky spot is that they have not gelled as a unit so far, and it is
something which sticks out on the ground during their losses against
Australia, New Zealand, and England. India has failed to bring their A game
to the tournament barring the win against West Indies.

Smrriti Mandhana and Shafali Verma put on 74 runs for the first wicket,
India's first 50-run opening stand in the tournament. But the way Smiriti (30
off 41b; 3x4) got out was abysmal; she mistimed a pull shot in a tame fash-
ion. Mandhana's wicket opened the floodgates for Bangladesh. Ina span of
five balls, India lost Smriti Mandhana, Shafali Verma (42 off 42 balls; 6x4, 1x6)
and skipper Mithali Raj (0).
